“Amid the costly gifts in a room of 
the residence from which the bride had 
gone to her wedding were presents 
from many men and womeu who 
worked In ths mille of tbs Cranes in 
Dalton and coms from youngsters who 
had enjoyed the delights of a vacation 
on the bride’s fresh air farm on lbs 
bill» above the village.

Rev Herbert 8 Johnson is a native of 
.McMinnvill«, Oregon. His father was 
president of the University of Oregon 
for 17 years. The son, Herbert Spen­
cer, graduated from Harvard univer­
sity in the class of 1891 aud from 
Rochester Theological seminary in 
1893. He was ordained in the fall of 
that year and immediately accepted 
the pastorate of the First Baptist 
church ot Pittsfield, remaining until 
last fall, when he received and accepted 
a call to the Warreu avenue Baptist 
church of Boston.

McKenzie Bridge About Fioished- 
Xatron Terminal May Ik 

Abandoned for Wend­
ling.

Hie McKenzie bridge on the South­
ern Pacific Mohawk branch wasswuug 
from the false work Wedneeilay, and 
will lie ready for trains In a few days. 
This bridge is a single span steel bridge, 
being the only oue of its kind on the 
Southern Pacific lines iu Oregon. The 
grading ou the road it nearing com­
pletion, it Ixsing estimated that about 
15 day’s work will complete it. The 
track layiugaang, consisting ot about 
100 men, will arrive and comuieuee 
work in a few days.
