Judge H R Kincaid in bis paper, 
the Journal, »ay»: Tbs committee 
appointed by the county court to 
ex imine the records of the various 
officers ot Lane county from No­
vember 7, 1899, up to July 12, 
1900. consisting of L II Johnson, 
L H Pot er and F M Wilkins, sub­
mitted their report last Monday. 
It shows that the warrants out­
standing July 12, 1900, amount to 
$99,647 50 The interest now due 
oh these warrants, which the com­
mittee did not compute, makes the 
present indebtedness oi Laue county 
snout one hundred and two or one 
hundred and three thousand dol­
lars. Should the current expenses 
continue at the same rate during 
the next nine months as they have 
been, say $5,000 per month, and 
over $9,000 for June under the old 
board on account of election ex­
penses—and there will be another 
election this year in November— 
the indebtediie«» when the next tax 
levy becomes due next April will 
be approximately $150,000, less the 
taxes now due and uncollected, 
which will be collected in the 
meantime, and a small amount of 
fees, all amounting to $25,000 to 
$30.000, This will leave a debt of 
$120,000 to $125,000 to lie paid out 
of the taxes 1900 and subsequent 
years in addition to the ex|>eriHesof 
carrying on the county govern­
ment as provided bv law and the 
necessary road and bridge work. 
Alt of this will require careful 
management and slrit e "onomy if 
the debt shall be paid or reduced 
w it Gout incre isitig <>r by reducing 
taxes.

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IT CLEANS THE SHIPS.
Sailing Through n. Volcano Crater 

In the .‘Kgean Sea.
In the Aegean sea a vessel may sail 

Into the top of a crater, and though it 
is bard to find anchorage there, yet a 
mere sail through is appreciated great­
ly by captains, because It cleanses the 
bottom of the ships from marine 
growth.

More than 2,000 years ago the Isle ot 
Santorln was split in half by an earth- 

, quake, with tlie result that what was 
' once the crater of a volcano Is now a 
crescent shaped harbor. Two glisten­
ing white towns ot Thern and St 
Nicholas are perched on the summit of 
the steep cliffs, whose dark and dismal 
hue Is similar to that of the top ot Ve­
suvius. Standing out against tlie »ky 
are large numbers of windmills, with 
many sails, arranged in a perfect cir­
cle. These are evidently employed for 
crushing the olives, which, along with 
the terraced vines, are the staple prod­
uct of the island. The Santorln wine Is 
of excellent quality and is highly ap­
preciated in the Levant.

Between the main island on the east 
and the smaller, Theresia, on the west, 
are the three small Kaumene Islands, 
all of which hat e come into existence 
since the original earthquake, while the 
largest of the three was "born from th» 
sea” less than 200 years ago, showing 
that the center of the old velcaa» Ln 
•till a certain amount of activity.

The water in the harbor Isto which 
the sulphurous streams from this vol­
canic Island drain has a peculiar prop­
erty which completely cleans off 
growths of every kind from the bottom 
of any ship.
