Nome has taken the majority, but 
many have gone to nearer points.

All early rush went to the Koyukuk, 
but late reports from there aro very 
unfavorable. Barties just returned say 
that very little gold lias been taken out 
in that camp, and the ground Jis ex­
ceedingly difficult to work, on account 
of glaeieis which overlie the bedrock. 
The Forty-Mile and Bireh Creek dig­
gings. Faith of which were practically 
deserted in the rusn to Dawson in 1897 
and later in the Nome stampede last 
tall, are again coming into favor, for it 
t as never lieen disputed that there is 
mueli good ground there that will pay 
wages and more.

The latest candidate tee popular fa­
vor is the Tanana district. Reports 
from there are generally good. The 
ground is three to seven feet deep only, 
overlaying a slate and porphrv bed­
rock, ami there is plenty of water for 
sluicing, all of which makes it an ideal 
counrty for summer working, 
said to lie easily approached from 
Tanana river. One to four ounces 
day is said to be the usual amount 
man. shoveling into the sluices.

The recent actiou of the United 
States government in surveying a rail­
road mid telegraph route from Valdes 
to Eagle City, and its promptness in 
pushing through a trail with stations, 
etc., along the line, is attracting much 
attention here. The further fact that 
the various civil officers lor the eastern 
division of Alaska, embracing the Koy­
ukuk, Tatiana and Yukon water-sheds, 
are now duly installed at Eagle City, 
gives great satisfaction. It is a 
step in the right direction, and 
developments may be expected in 
ka within a few years.

Wool is rather firmer than
because of the better inquiry, though it 
must l>e admitted that this steadiness- 
is somewhat at the expense of new 
business.

Cotton goods partake of the strength 
of raw material, and while weakuess it 
still perceptible, brown cottons, print 
cloths and wide sheetings, the natural 
corrective of reduced pcoduction, art 
being inereasignly sought.

While the dry goods demand as a 
whole is still classed as backward for 
the season.hot weather is ensllteil with 
some of the responsibility and trade at­
titude as a rule is one of hopeful ex­
pectancy.

An immense business in steel pro­
ducts is reported booked at Pittsburg 
and Chicago, and steel bars are really 
firmer with an adiance of $4 per tot 
announced bv Western manufacturer! 
who have sold their output up to th« 
close of the year.
