Kacond Attack« of Tjphold Favor,
The idea is that, as oue attack of ty­

phoid giie» immunity froiu a second, 
temporarily, if not lasting, immunity 
might be acquired by iuoeulatiou with 
an attenuated dose of the poison. Hut 
oue attack of typhoid does not give 
immunity from a second, save Dr. T. 
.1. Maelagau in the British Medical 
Journal. Second attack« of typhoid 
are as common as by the ordinar» doc­
trine of chauces, they ought to be; 
more common, fur instance, than sec­
ond attack of pneuomnia, in about the 
same projairtion that first attacks are 
more eommon. if one attack of the 
fully developed disease does not give 
immunity, he concludes, inoculation 
with an attenuated dose of the poison 
can scarcely be expected to do so.
