CIGARMAKERS RIOTING.

Serious Trouble Ketween Two Rival
Unioas at Tampa.

Tampa, Fla., Nov. 19.—Rioting be-
tween loternatiopal and Resistiancia
Unions of cigarmakers began bere to-
dav at the factory of Gonzales, Mora
&i'.. .of Tampa and Chieago. This
firm was working a full force of Hesis-
tiancia men, nambering about 500,
The Internationals marched to the fac-
torv and demanded that these men
come out. This was retnsed and the
Internatiouals declared they would put
them out. The premises are encolsed,
and as an International man started to
enter the gate the Italian doorkeeper
fired upon him. This was quickly fol-
lowed by an exchange of several hun-
dred shots. The front and sude of the
buildings were riddled with bullets,
bat no one has been reported injured.
Police officers dispersed the mob.

Every factory closed at noon for the
day. The mayor has sworn in 100 ex-
tra policemen, and the sheriff has add-
el numerouns deputies to his force. The
mayor issued a proclamation forbidding
torchlight procassions and demonstra-
tions of the rival trades unions, plannoed
for tonight.

The loternationals have abont 800
members here, while the Hesistiancia
mem bers number over 3,000,

Since the rioting, the city has pre-
sented a wildly excited condition, and
the streets in the neighborbood of the
cigar factories have been thronged
with people. This afternoon, a mass
meeting of business men passed a reso-
lution authorizing the chairman to ap-
point committees, which the unions
did, These committees met and agreed
that all the men should go to work to-
morrow morning. The Internationals
have agreed to this proposition practi-
cally, but the Resistiancia Union is
still considering the matter, It is
thought it will be adopted before morn-
ing. All the fuctories are now heavily
guarded by deputies.

MESSENGER BAXTER'S VICTIM,

Counell BluMs Kobber the OQuteast of »
Wenlthy Family.

Chieago, Nov. 19.—The bandit who
was killed October 8 last by Express
Messenpger Baxter, on the Kuanas City,
st. Joseph & Council Bluffs railroad, is
said to have been the outcast of a
wenlthy Massachusetts family. This
information was given Lieutenant Ho-
han, of detective headquarters, by a
“orook’ whom the veteran detective
has known for years,

*“1 hayve nn reason to doubt the man’s
story,”" said the lieutenant, “‘and al-
though he is a thief, 1 have confidence
in his word, A week or 10 davs be-
fore the train hold-up on the kansas
City, st. Jsoeph & Counneil Bluffs rail-
road, my informant met the man here
in Chicago, The plans were then be-
ing made for the hold-up. ‘Keep an
eve on the papers, said the man, ‘and
vou'll hear of something near Counneil
Bluffs." My informant did not then
know that a train was to be held up,
but when he read of the attempted rob-
bery and the killing of one of the ban-
dits, he knew who it was that did the
job.  Later he saw a picture and de-
seription of the dead robber and recog-
nized the man at once. He wounld not
tell me the name of the thief who was
killed by the express messenger, as he
said it wounld only sadden a family who
have had their share of sorrow for the
acts of & wayward son."’

WHOLESALE BODYSNATCHING.

Horrible Discovery Made in a Michigan
Cemetery,

Kalamazoo, Mich.,, Nov. 10—The
authorities of this city were informed
today of a horrible case of wholesale
bodysnatching which took place in the
Springbrook  cemetery in Newaygo
counnty. Nine bodies, so far as known
at present, were exhumed and all but
one were those of persops who had died
witlnn the past year The minth vie-
tim, which 18 supposed to have been
Mrs., Henry Knowles, althoagh the
body is in such a siate of decomposi-
tion ns to be unrecognizab'e, was dis-
coverad in & hedge fence about a quar-
ver of & mile fiom the cemetery. She
died hont five vears ago. The ceme-
tery is in an isolated spot, and up to
Wednesday there had not been a buiial
there for nearly three weeks., When
lsane Dunton, the sexton, went to dig
n grave vesterday, the discovery was
made of remnants of coffins, which
seemed to bave been knocked apart
with an ax and were strewn about the
gravevard,

Remains of & Train Robber.

Phoenix, Ariz., Nov. 19.—Between
CUnsa Grande and Florence a party of
hunters found a skeleton which is be-
lieved to be the remains of Bart Al-
vord, leader of one of the most aesper-
ate bands of train robbers that ever
operated in Arizona. There is scarce-
ly any donbt that he was killed by
William Sitles, one of the members of
the gang. Wild animals had torn all
the tlesh from the skeleton, but pecn-
liar marks on the skull and fillings in
the teeth made identification sure,

Three Hangings in Arizonsa.

Phoenix, Ariz., Nov. 19.—~Unless
the unexpected bappens ana further
clemency is extended by President Me-
Kinley or Governor Murphy, three men
will be bhanged Saturday for muorders
in Arizona Thomas and William
Holdeman will be execated at Tomb-
stone for the killing of Ted Moore, and
santiago Urtea wiil pay the death pen-
alty for the muarder of W, 8. Moffat.

Three Negroes Lyncohed,

Jefferson, Tex., Nov. 19.—Three ne-
groes who had been arrested for wavy-
laying and wttempting to kill Mr.
Stalleap were taken from the jail last
night by nnknown persons and hanged
to the railroad bridge across Cypross
barou. The pegroes had confessed to
the crime. The mob that did the
hanging overpowered the jailer and
