Kruger Gets No Consolation
From The Netherlands.

HOLLAND WILL NOT INTERVENE EITHER

The Duich Foreign Minister Tells the Ex.Pres.
ident That the Role of His Govern.
ment Must Be Passive.

The Hagne, Deec. 18.—7The Dutch
government today finally and definite-
ly refused to take the initiative in
behaulf of arbitration between the
Trapsvasl and Great Britain,

The Jecision was ecommunicated in
an inteiview between Mr. Kroger and
Dr. Levds on one side and the Dutch
foreign minister and Minister of Fi-
nance N, B, Pierson, on the other,
Mr. Kruger explained that the object
of his journey was to disseminate the
idea of arbirration, and the Dutch
minister replied that the role of the
Netherlands must be passive.

DECIDE ON COURSE.

How the Oregon Delegation Would Improve
the Columbia.

18.— The three
members of the Oregon delegation, at
an informal meeting today, decided
to concentrate their efforts to have the
fmprovement of the mouth of the Co-
lowbia made & continwing contract
rather than trust to the future to se
cure appropriations to be
expended as needed. By this method,
which seems to be the under the
circumstances, the final completion of
the project is insurea, and work may
be couducted without unnecessary de-
lay.

The river and harbor committee has
pot vet finally decided on what pro-
vision will be made for this project,
but $600,000, recommended by the en-
gineers, is the outside limit.

HONG KONG TYPHOON.

Particulars of & Great Storm in South China—
Loss of Life Heavy.

Vietoria, B. C., Dec. 14, — The
steamer Emress of India, which ar-
rived today after a stormy passage
hrought news of the great typhoon
vhich ravaged Hong Kong, November
10, causing a heavy loss of life and
shipping. The British gonboat Sand-
piper loundered and some of her sea-
men were lost, The American ship
Benjamin Sewell went ashore, and in
all 77 steam launches were wrecked,
and over 200 natives drowned, At
Kowloon and other poiuts there was
alsc very heavy logs, The Empress of
India was at her wharf at Kowloon
and she was badly shaken.

The troops faredl wvery badly. Tha
temporary barracks collapsed com-
pletely and the Indian and European
troops had to seek reiuge wherever
they covld, In Kowloon proper a
number of bonses were blown down,
others lost their roofs and wece other-
wise damaged. A mnew stone block
near the torpedo depot was practically
laid in yoins. The whole wpper part
was blown Jdown, as was also the up-
per story of the telegraph exchange at
Kowloon,

Of the British warships anchored at
Kowloon the gunboats Warren, Fire-
brand, Tweed and Sandpiper were
dragging their anchors. Those on
shore could do mothing but stand by
with buoys and lines to render assist-
ance should the vessels drift ashore,
The vessels fired distress signals and
one or two flew their pennants at half-
mast, The gunboat Sandpiper was in
the worst fix, as she was rapidly fill-
ing. Then from Hong Kong way
came the Otter, the crew of which at
great risk rescued the whole crew with
the excepsion of one man.

At daylight Saturday the powerful
dredger Canton River, which recently
arrived here from Paisley, almost
without any warning listed to port and
capsized. As to the precise number of
those on, board at the time it is impos-
sible to give any ascurate figures,
Those in authority at the dockyard ex-
tension office say that 50 would be
about the number., It i8 known that
Captain Scott, who was in command
of her, was aboard, also Chief Engineer
White, Second Engineer
Carpenter Mcllroy and the majority of
the caew., The men clung to the up-
turned vessel, where they were seen,
and 12 were rescued by boats from the
steamers Tamar and Astroea.

i DEWET EVADES KNOX.

General Kitchener Reports a Running Fight
With the Boers.

Loudon, Dee. 17.—Lord Kitchener
cables the war office from Pretoria un-
der date of December 12 that Genéral
Knox reports from Helvetia that he is
engaged in & ruening fight with Gen-
eral Dewet, and that the enemy is mov-

ling towards Reddersburg, where there
is & column ready to co-operate with
the other British forces. Lord Kitche-
per in another dispatch reports that
Boers attacked the post near Barberton,
The British casualties were three
killed, five wounded and 13 taken pris-
oners. The captured men bave since
been released. The Boers raiced the
Kiverton road station December 11.
They are being tollowed up.

General Kitchever's message indi-
cates that Dewet has again evaded
Knox. After the iatter had foiled the
Boer general at Coomassie drift, the
Boers seem to have doubled back,
crossed the Caledon river elsewhere,
and turned thence northwest-—in the
direction of Reddersburg, the memor-

able scene of the British disaster in

April, when Dewet captured the Brit-
ish Ritles.

Tragedies on Shipboard. .

San Francisco, Dee. 17.—The Brit-
fsh ship Crown of scotland, which ar-
rived today, 130 days from Menarth,
Cardiff, had theee tragic entries in her
log. November 24 John Warrington
stabbed P, C. Haglund, his shipmate,
while the latter was asleep in hix
bunk. Leaving his sheath-knife in his
victim's breast, the murderer ram up
on deck, jumped overboard and was
drowned, despite efforts to reach him
with a lifeboat. No one on board of
the ship knows of the motive. The
second tragedy occurred August 1.
Salvatori Servis fell from the foreyard,
struck the deck and fractured his
thigh and received internal injuries
which caused his death.

Correcting an Extradition Treaty.

Washington, Dee. 17.—A treaty has
| been concluded between the United
States and Great Britain amendatory
ol the existing extradition treaty and
intended to ecorrect certain imperfec-
tions in that instrument, developed by
recent experiences, The changes do

not materially affece the scope or prin- |

ciples of the existing treaty, the chief
item in the list being provisious clas-
sifving as a erime subject to extradi-
| tion the obtaining of money under false
pretenses, At  present the treaty
makes extraditionable the reception of
money obtained under false pretenses
and omits the principal in the crime,
| constituting & wmanifest absardity.

lantic squadron.
