Situation In Cap* Colony Takas s Ssrtou»

Capo Town, Jan. 4.—The British 
battleship Monarch will land guns to­
morrow as a precautionary measure. 
Tbe situation is serious, it is true 
tbat the Dutch have not joined the iu- 
vaders in any considerable numbers, 
but a lack of arms is believed to be 
tbe true reason for abstention. In 
many places horses are freely offered 
and information readily lupplietl to 
the Boers.

Tbe early proclamation of martial 
law in the Cape Town division is ex­
pected. The division does not include 
Cap« Town itselt.

The latest reports show the situation 
to Ire generally as follows:

The general opinion here is that the 
position is not properly appreciated in 
England. The Worcester conference 
excite,I the Dutch throughout the col­
ony. Many old resident», who are by 
no means alarmists, regard a general 
uprising of the Dutch as quite likely.

Washingtoon, Jan. 7.—The state de­
partment is making a strung effort to 
secure au nuderftanding among the 
irewers to serve as a basis for the ad­
justment of the question of indemnity 
to be paid by the Chinese government. 
It appears from Mr. Conger » reports 
that it is hopeless to expect the 
foreign ministers nt Pekin to reach an 
agreement on this important point, ami 
if the problem is to be solved at all it 
uinst be removed from the Pekin coun­
cil and dealt with by direct diplomatic 
exchange, as was successfully at­
tempted in the case of the preceding 
senoua differences between the minis­
ters. Therefore the state department 
is in correspondence with other foreign 
offices respecting this subject, though 
the negotiation» have not proceeded to 
a point where it < au be said th.it a 
successful termination is in sight. 
The principal «liffeienee iu the way 
is believed to be tiie enoru ous indem­
nities demanded by some of the powers. 
The efforts of the Chinese government 
to secure better terms, so far a» they 
tend to pretract the negotiations, are 
aleo expected to have the result of 
adding considerably to the sum total 
which must be naid in the end. This 
is because the expenses of maintaining 
tlie foreign military establishments in 
China probably will be assessed against 
the ('hiñese government, and the cost 
of keeping foreign troops in Pekin at 
this season of the year, and in a coun­
try whrre every necessity of life has to 
be transported from a distan e ,will 
make the bill very heavy. It is I«- 
Jieved that the bill *f Germany will 
be by far the large.-t, and it Is a sig­
nificant fact that the Herman govern­
ment has allowed its otlicers on serv­
ice in China five fold their regular 
salaries, a rate of pay probably higher 
than hitherto known in military His­
tory. The Chinese, however, are ex­
pected to pay for this.

FAILED TO BLOW UP.

Mechanism of an Infernal Machine Would 
Not Work.

Paris, Ill., Jan. 7.—Thomas J. Coff­
man, an attorney residing at Hume, 
natrowlv escaped being blown to 
atoms with an infernal machine re­
ceived through the mail today. The 
box was of wood with a sliding lid. 
It contained a pound stick of dynamite 
and several match heads, which, how­
ever, failed to ignite and explode the 
charge when the box was opened. 
Two thicknesses of heavy brown paper 
covered the box, which was addressed 
to Dr. Sylvester Coffman. Hume, Hl., 
a brother of the lawyer, who opened 
his mail. The inner surface of the box 
lid was studded with tacks, so ar­
ranged that tliev would scratch the 
match heads and th« re was also a slip 
of Band paper fixed so that it would 
be drawn over them if the tacks failed 
to do their work. It is t .ought the 
jolting of the box in the mail disar­
ranged its mechanism Au indistinct 
postmark seems to indicate tbe box 
was mailed at Logansport, Ind. The 
only other clew about tlie box is a 
printed label pasted on tlie lid, in­
scribed: “Dr. J. W. Blosser & Son.” 
Tlie United Mates marshal and tlie 
local police are investigating.

DYNAMITE EXPLOSION.

Cable Around ths Globe,

Ottawa, Ont., Jan. 4. — Sanford 
Fleming, ono of the principal promot­
ers of the Pacific cable, has written 
an open lettet to Hon. Willim Mulleck, 
postmaster-! ienernl, in favor of a state- 
owned telegraph line encircling the 
globe. This is said to be the begin­
ning of a movement to nationlize the 
cable and telegraph services of the 
British empire. If this were done, Sir 
Sauford aayk, it would reduce the price 
of message« to one-eighth or one-tenth 
of what it now costs to distant British 
possessions.
