Among those from 
which great result» are expected are 
the Alexandrian clover from Egypt, 
which Is Intended as a late fodder crop 
for Irrigated lands in California and 
Arizona; the seedless grata? from 
I'adua. Italy. Intended for the seedless 
raisin Industry of the Colorado desert 
region; Egyptian cotton, which is now 
being tested by over 100 experimenters 
in the South: and a series of East In­
dian yam«, one of which Is said to ba 
far superior to the potato In flavor.
