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Warne China Against Signing Any 
Private Trsaty.

WASHINGTON, March 29—The 
British government has protested 

: against China making a convention 
. with any power touching territorial or 
! fluahclal matters until the present 
troubles in that country are conclud­
ed. The fact of the British protest 
was made known here for the first 
time today by a dispatch from one of 
the foreign officers of Europe. It says 
the protest was made through Sir 
Ernest Hatow, the British minister at 
Pekin. It does not state when the rep­
resentations were made, but from the 
fact that the dispatch was received in 
Washington today, it la taken that the

There was no definite Information re­
ceived here today at the state depart­
ment or at any of the foreign em­
bassies as to whether the ugro ment 
had been signed or rjected. There 
was something of a stir in diplomatic 
quarters over the report coming from 
official sources that the United States 
was considering the advisability of ad­
dressing Russia directly on the sub­
ject. Heretofore, the American objec­
tions to the Manchurian agreement 
have been addressed to China.

FLOODS IN NEW YORK STATE.

Much Damage Caused to Property by 
High Water.

NEW YORK, March 29 —From many 
parte of the state comes news tonight 
of damage by flood. The waters of 
rivers and the smaller tributary 
streams are reported as overflowing 
their banks, causing widespread In­
undations which threaten to destroy 
much property before they begin to 
subside, tip to midnight the only ac­
cident in which any one was Injured 
was that due to the washing out of a 
culvert near Norwich ditching a Del­
aware A Lackawanna train, 
accident three people were 
hurt.

Thia rush of water which 
Ing the streams Is due to heavy rains 
and the consequent melting of 
snow which has lain for months 
has been deeper than usual in 
central nnd western portions of 
state. The Mohawk river, swollen by 
torrents of water flowing from the 
snow-covered Adirondack». is higher 
than at any time In almost 40 years, 
and much fear was expressed at Utica 
during the day that the rising waters 
would Interfere with railroad traffic 
before tomorrow, but tonight's reports 
show that the high point Is reached, 
and water Is receding The waters of 
the Mohawk carried the Ice out of the 
river at Schenectady. and the pressure 
thus relieved has secured Schenectady 
so far from serious damage. The 
water has risen so high, however, that 
Little Falls reports New York Cen- 
tarl trains being run over the West 
Shore between Frankfort and Utica.

Conditions for the Sale of West Indies 
to the United Statee.

LONDON. March 29 The Dally 
News publishes the following dispatch 
from Its Copenhagen correspondent :

"1 am able to state, on the very best 
authority, that Denmark has commu­
nicated to the United States the fol­
lowing conditions for the sals of the 
Danish West Indies

"First, 14,000,000 to be paid to Den­
mark.

"Second, the population to decide 
by vote whether to remain Danish or 
to be transferred to the United States

"Third. If the vote Is favorable to 
the United States, then the Inhabitants 
to become Immediately not only Amer­
ican subjects, but American citizens.

"Fourth, products of the island to 
be admitted to the United States free 
of duty.

"It Is supposed here that Washing 
ton will not readily agree to the third 
and fourth conditions."

Where the Capture Was Made.
The province of Isabela, where the 

capture of Aguinaldo occurred, is on 
the island of Luzon, about 200 miles 
northeast of Manila, and about 75 
miles north of Baler, on the eastern 
coast, which place was made memora­
ble by the capture of Lieutenant Gill- 
more and his party from the gunboat 
Yorktown, in April, 1899. Isabela 
province is wild and mountainous, es­
pecially along the coast, where the 
high range known as Gran Cordillera 
Oriental extends for 100 miles or more 
from north to south, the highest points 
of the range being but a few miles 
from the shore. Rugged trails. In some 
places being but a foot or two In width, 
lend across the mountains, frequently 
crossed by rushing streams, and where 
these overflow their banks, the traits 
are waist deep in mud.

Reign of Terror Will Follow Our Evac­
uation of Cuba.

NEW YORK. March 29.—Represent­
ative Vespasian Warner, of Illinois, 
who has just returned from an ex­
tended tour through Cuba, believes 
that the constitutional convention will 
accept the Flatt amendment, 
Washington special to the 
Continuing.

"We must, of course, turn 
land over to the Cubans, but _
crime against humanity to w'thdraw 
at this time.

The Cubans will sign any­
thing or do anything to get us away 
from their property and when they 
have the reins In their own hands, 
you can expect the worst.

From what I can learn, they will 
assess everybody with any money and 
have a division of the spoils. They 
will drive all Spaniards and American 
sympathizers from the Island, and for 
a brief period will revel in loot. I,aw 
and order will become a mockery, and 
a state of anarchy will reign.

It Is foolishness to talk of the Cu­
bans governing themselves at this 
time or for years to come. The Island 
mint become ours eventually, and It 
seems a shame to undo all the prog­
ress made in two years. As it will 
be, we shall have to lntei vene within 
90 days and set up a protectorate again 
to begin the work of reconstruction 
anew."

Insurgent Leaders on Luzon Are 
pected to Surrender.

MANILA. April 1.—Aguinaldo is 
now detained in a comfortable room 
in a wing of the Malacanan palace. 
He is in charge of Captain Benjamin 
H. Randolph and Lieutenant Gilbert 
A. Y’oungberg, ot battery G, Third 
artillery.

When Aguinaldo was captured he 
wore a plain dark blue suit with the 
coat closelv buttoned up at the throat 
and a wide whlte helmet with a leather 
band. He takes his capture philo­
sophically. He is generally cheerful, 
but sometimes moody. His health 
during the past year has been very 
good. It is uncertain what attitude 
he will now assume. Certain visitors 
are permitted to see Aguinaldo. but 
newspaper interviews with the pris­
oner are not allowed.

Since Aguinaldo has been domiciled 
at the Malacanan palace, persons not 
provided with special permits have 
been denied admission to the grounds.

General Trias, the commander of the 
insurgent forces in Southern Luzon, 
who recently surrendered to the Amer­
ican authorities, visited Aguinaldo, 
and told the latter why he had sur­
rendered. Trias said that a continu­
ance of armed opposition to the United 
States was unjustifiable and ruinous; 
that the independence of the Philip­
pines was impossible, and that the Fil­
ipinos had better accept liberty, pros­
perity and progress under American 
rule.

The capture of Aguinaldo. follow­
ing the surrender of General Trias, 
will probably occasion the surrender 
of the insurgent leader Malavar In 
Batangas province. Luzon; Bellarmlno. 
in Albay province, Luzon, and Luc­
han. in .the island of Samar within a 
month. Many people visited the resi­
dence of General and Mrs. Funston on 
the Calle Rell. In the suburb of Ermita. 
The general modestly declined to talk. 
Mrs. Funston was evidently the hap­
piest wo*.ian in the Philippine islands.

General Funston has been recom­
mended for the highest practicable re­
ward. It is believed here that he will 
receive an appointment of brigadier 
general in the regular army.
