Three of the nine justices of the 
of the United dtatee Supreme Court 
dissented from the opinion of the 
majority of the court that congress 
Lae the right to formulate a tariff 
against imports from our new 
island possessions. Tbe Assoc.ated 
I’rees report says:

In hie dissenting opinion Justice 
Harlin was passionate and orator­
ical. It ia declared by people who 
heard hie lamous diasenl in the 
income tax decision that he wa- 
eyen more earnest and vehement 
than.he was on that other occasion. 
Justice Brewer, whg also dissented 
from the majority opinion, spoke 
not a word during the entire pro­
ceedings. Chief Justice Fullers 
dissent ie regarded as a fine speci­
men of composition, and it was 
delivered with a calm demeanor 
that ie characteristic of the learned 
head ot the court.
