Lane more than any other roui.ty 
in ihe Willamette Valle- , aud for 
that matu-r ths stale, too, p.obal-’y 
excepting Douglas county, has a 
very large area of deeded lauds in 
valley and hills that cannot be 
uesd for any other purpoeo ib-tit 
etock grazing. These lands, aw o 
right they ought, have long been 
assessed at tbe lowest possible 
figure. This morning's Register 
stands sponsor for the “proposition” 
ts practically double tbe tax cost to 
tbe owners of such lauds. It Las 
this to say:

“Therefore Line’s asstssmi nt 
ought to be raised to at least $«,- 
000,000 and our proposition is it at 
non-ttliabie land, instead of bt ig 
assessed at $1.43 per acre, be r i >o 
to $2.50 per acre. Tais would 
bring us about up to the eight nul­
lion figure making valuable lands 
held by speculators and non-resi­
dents pay nearer their just prop ir- 
tion ot taxes and reduce our ax 
levy to about 18 mills.”

Tbe amount of “valuable” lai ds 
of this class held by “specul- f-irs 
and non-rejidents” is not lar.te 
consisting almost entirely of tirnbt i 
lands. To make these non-re i- 
dents pay a little more tax i i - 
Register' would raise the tax ou 
grazing lands tbe cheapness of 
which makes stock raising possible. 
It takes a great deal ot pasture 
land, in proportion to the num e< 
of head kept, Co run sbeep or cat ie 
It must be cheap land and it should 
be burdened with tbe least possi »I«- 
rate ot taxation.

If the Register is so aux ous tn 
make a good ebiW'.ug f >r Laie 
county by a high assessment it 
snould give some of its valubole 
space to the proposition that mot ey, 
noh a and accounts practically -■ 
cat toXi.i -n.
