BEAUTIFYING WASHINGTON.

Elaborate Maas Now Being Evolved 
at tbe National Capital.

The commission of experta who bats 
been studying tbe problem of beautify­
ing the city of Washlugton have wisely 
proceeded on the theory that their duty 
i« it national oue. The capital Is in a 
peculiar sense the uation’s city, its 
chief industry is tbe performance of 
tbe national busiuesa. Its great pa­
geants, as. for example, tbe inaugura­
tion. are national demonstrations, and 
the people of tbe whole country are 
interested In it

It was this spirit Indeed, that actu­
ated L’Eufant. tbe French engineer, or 
landscape architect as be would be 
called to-day, when he laid out maguía 
cent streets aud aveuues for a city 
which was then only a struggling vil­
lage In tbe wilderness Bo admirable 
were bls plans that tbe present comm a 
sion fouud In tbeiu the only satisfac­
tory basis for tbe city's grow th. Their 
recommendations, therefore, are large­
ly In tbe nature of extension aud con­
summation.

The city baa outgrown fta original 
carefully plauned area. The Capitol 
aud the White House are, of course 
placed for all time, and between them 
stretches the broad tburoughl'ure which 
in L'Enfaut's plan was to sweep un­
broken from the seat of tbe executive 
branch of tbe government to that of 
the legislative; but in Jackson's time 
the Treasury Building was allowed to 
Intervene, and thus restrict the vista.

Tbe commission prtqxises that the 
wide mall from the Capitol to the 
Washington monument, now encum­
bered by buildings and railway tracks, 
l»e cleared aud extended to the Poto­
mac, and that It be Intersected by a 
park running from the White House to 
the river. At the junction thus formed 
the monument to the first President 
would rear Its white shape, to be seen 
through vistas of trees tioth from the 
Capitol aud from the White House, ns 
w-ell as from the proposed Lincoln 
memorial on the river front.

The commission also suggests kx*a- 
tlons for public buildings, and proposes 
extensions of the park and ixiuleinrd 
systems Its plans have been embod­
ied in nuxlels for Congress to study

The suggestions involve, of course, 
the ultimate expenditure of a vast 
amount of money; but It Is not proposed 
to carry them out In their entirety at 
once. Rather will they serve, if adopt­
ed, as a guide by which changes may 
be made In the certainty of increasing 
tbe reputation, which Washington al­
ready enjoys, of being one of the most 
beautiful cities in the world.—Youth's 
Companion.

The fiOO-f<x»t Manila twine sells in the 
Eastern market for not less than two 
cents more (x-r pound than the Sisal, 
and consequently the dealers that can 
sell this colored Sisal for Manila tw ine 
are making this additional profit. The I 
colored Sisal, called Standard, does not 
contain any more feet |x>r p>>und than 
White Sisal, so that, if White Sisal 
Twine goes 500 feet to the (xiund, then 
the Manila tiOO-ioot Twine, taring 20 
|x*r cent longer should lx« that much 
more in price, and Pure Manila 050- 
foot Twine, taring 30 |x*r cent more to 
the pound than the Sisal, should lx< 30 

I (x'r cent more in price. Consequently 
the lowest priced twine is not neces­
sarily the chcit|x«Ht.
