I'ermission was grant«*«!, ami 
the youngsters l>ounde<l away for tlielr 
afternoon frolic. Soou the little sister 
wearied and tlie older brother proi>os<*d 
that they take her to the bouse. To 
this the younger brother, Emerson, who 
w as only 6 years old. demurred, as he 
wished to play more. So the older 
brother took his sister to the bouse. 
L'pon arrival there tlie mother asked. 
“Where Is brother?” "W'e left him 
playing nt tlie corral.” said the boy.

The mother then sent him back for 
the little truant. Shortly the messen­
ger cam«» hack panting from his hur­
ried running, mid exclaimed that bls 
brother was nowhere to be found; that 
he was not at the corrol. Tin- fright­
ened motln-r hurrh-d over to the corral 
and there fouinl the report of her laiy 
to be true. Sin- sear« lied and searetnsl, 
but could find no trace of the missing 
child. At last she came upon some lit­
tle footprints, showing that the child 
had taken a direction opposite to what 
he should have taken, and the harassed 
mother became more and mon* alarmed 
as tlie fact that her child had strayed 
and was in al) probability lost becani«- 
apparent. Sin- followed th«- footprints 
for three miles and only ceased because 
darkness was approaching aitd she was 
powerless ami had to call for ahi. As 
rapidly as her nervous anil exhanste«! 
state would permit she retraced her 
steps to the house ami alarmed the 
household. Innnediately a search party 
was organized, and, despite tin* oneom 
Ing of night started out in quest <>f the 
helpless child.

Through that disheartening night tlie 
weary search continued. And the next 
day th«» trained services of seventy-five 
Indians were impressed, and all that 
long nnd trying «lay tin» search went 
on. and yet no clew to tlie wauderer. 
.The grief ami agony of tin- poor atllict 
ed mother were beyond consolation. 
The continued discouraging reports 
that wore from time to time brought 
her only added to accentuate her suf­
ferings. The tracks could he followed 
for a distance of twelve miles and then 
seemed to double upon themselves and 
finally became lost. Without rest the 
searchers continued in what seemed 
their hopeless «|uest. The thought of 
the poor little tot being out upon tlie 
dreary plains alone, without shelter or 
fissl. wandering'on with the lielpless- 
tiess of the lost, crying possibly with 
fright, tormenteii by the pangs of bun 
ger and thirst, was simply maddening 
to the po«.r mother ami friends seem­
ing so helpless to terminate the trying 
situation.

All of Sunday night the search con- 
tinn<-il. ami early Monday morning the 
father, who had been ignorant of tlie 
tragedy, was wired. He arrlv«-d that 
day and added his untiring efforts to 
those of the large party already out.

To think of the dreadful pathos of It 
all. The poor child was not found until 
Wedn«»sday morning. It was then found 
by a Mexican, who carried tlie exliaust- 
ed little form to his cabin, where the 
child lingered for three hours and then 
passed away. The ordeal had been 
beyond the little one's endurance. The 
remains were taken back to the ranch 
and next «lay were interred in the cem­
etery of the neighboring village. El 
Paso Times.

000. The product sells for as high a» 
FJ.-'st a pouml. which makes th«- busi 
news most profitable. 'I here ar«- sixty 
schooners In the trade, ami the business 
Is the staple of many of the towns 
along the «-oast of the State, lb«- fish­
ermen have brought the bu«ln«-«s to a 
high state of ¡s-rfeetion. atnl they ar«- 
able to make large catches in season.

Tin- s|M»nge fishing Is done in deep 
water, the t«e«t «¡leelmen* of the large 
bath sponges Is-lng obtained from fifty 
feet below the stirfa-v. They sre Io at 
«»<1 with a long |>ole carrying on It« eml 
a blade like a letter S. which cuts the 
sponge loo* with a twist, and It Is then 
brought to tin- surface. If there 1« Iiv-k; 
and If not ami !t gets away. It 1« lost 
forever. The men lieconie very ex|>ert 
in the business, and they will carry it 
on during high winds, losing very few 
of the sponge*-

THE “WATER CURE.”

Punishment thut Has Been Practice«!

Where ships are visiting jiorts In tor­
rid climates it Is considered a hardship 
to coniine a num in tin- brig, the ship's 
lockup, because of the heat and a sailor 
who goes on laiaril In an unruly, iutoxl- 
cated condition Is usually put lu Irons 
and allowed to sleep off on the forward 
d«-ek. Not Infrequently, when “Jack" 
has been drinking all kinds In sight on 
a shore leave the "feel” of the Irons, 
combined with the liquor, makes 
"swearing mad." No one, from 
commanding officer to tlie ship's 
escapes ids oaths at such times, 
timilly It becomes necessary for
pence and discipline of the ship, to give 
him a "handy-billy washdown.”

"You can If you only know how," 
snid the salesman, "but If everybody 
knew how it would mean a less busi­
ness for us. The umbrella would 
longer and there would be a lot 
work for the repairers.

“Perhaps 1 ought not to t«-ll
how," the clerk contilim-d. bin It's so 
simple you should know anyhow. If 
you have noticed, nearly ov«-ryhody 
who rolls up an umbrella tak«-a hold of 
It by the handle and keeps twisting Un­
stick with one build while he folds and 
rolls with the other hand.

"Now, that's Just w lien- th«- mlstnke 
comes In. Instead of twisting with 
handle, lie should take hold of It Just 
above tin- |u»lnts of the cover ribs 
These points naturally He evenly 
around tin- stick. Keep hold of these, 
pressing tln-in tightly against the stick, 
and then roll up tin- cover. Holding tin- 
ribs prevents them from getting twist- 
e«l out of place or bending out of slinpe. 
Then the silk Is liouml to fold evenly 
and roll smooth nnd tight.
