We have added 79 new volumes
our list of circulating books (luring the 
past year. The library contains 710 
volumes. Your committee as held 15 
meetings for the trausactiou of library 
business. Last November Mrs. iiethel 
gave her series of parliameutary drills 
under the auspices of our club to the 
public, the net proctieds of which was 
invested in new books for the library.
