A Personal Defense.

That mugwump organ, the Eugene 
Guard, “out Herods Herod” in its 
denunciation of those who did not sup­
port Reames. The people of Laue 
county, ami especially the Democrats, I 
are well aware how often the editors 
of that paper have played the politi- J 
cal Judas in that county, trading 
every man off they couhl on the 
ticket to further their political ends. 
If they ever had a pinch of political 
honor no one In Laue county ha* yet 
found it out.

For more than twenty years Laue 
county has been Republican, of late 
years considerably so. During all 
those years, with the exception of

And at the 
previous election of 1900 though the 
Republicans carried the county for 
the state ticket by pluralities ranging 
from 4111 to 499, the fusion vote, sub­
stantially Democratic, elected Judge 
Kincaid, Commissioner Hill, Sheriff 
Withers, School Superintendent Mil 
ler and Treasurer Patterson. And 
comparison« of previous elections 
could be made to Democratic credit, 
and to the credit of the Guard that 
ha* usually fought the political l>at 
tie* of its party unaided.

The publishers of the Guard never 
“traded" a single mau ou the Demo- 
cratic ticket. It has lieen loyal to the I 
nominees, aud if it has made the tight 
of the campaign for this or that can 
dldate. as circunistanOM or the weak 
uosa of the Republican opponent gave 
maaou for such a course, it was but 
good policy. And the results, with 
such h majority against us, have 
never failed to demonstrate the wis 
dom of the Guard in making the tight 
for particular candidates, iustead of 
attempting the impossible of carrying 
a whole ticket «gainst overwhelming 
odds.

Woolen Mill Combine.
The Pendleton East Oregonian has 

this about the Northwestern woolen 
mill combine.

“The proposed meager of North­
western woolen mills mark* an 
epoch in that great industry on 
the Pacific Coast. The new com­
bine will include uine mills, and 
will capitalize at 6:1,500,000. The 
object of the merger is to do away 
with the cost of salesmen and the 
sharp competition of trade. Each 
mill will be specialized and will turu 
out but one article and the output 
of this article will be guaged by the 
demand. At present each mill 1* 
manufacturing all the various articles 
produced by a modern woollen mill. 
Each inilll has its salesmen fighting 
for trade In territories necessarily 
covered by competitor*. Each mill 

! divides its effort by producing stuff 
that is not wanted, anil in order to 
reduce expenses, reduce the output to 
the actuHl demand and to simplify 
management, the merger is resorted 

I to. It is the universal tendency in 
all the great industries and will ripen 

■ into co-operatlou iu time."

Attar of Roses.
The ladies have suddenly discovered 

that they are deeply colic« rued in the 
Balkan trouble. That disturbance is 
sending up the price of the delicate 
perfume kuown as attar of roses. The 
scent is now l>eing retailed at 610 an 
ounce, with every indication that that 
figure will be doubled in a few weeks 
time. The makiug of attar of roses 
is one of the staple industries of the 
principality of Bulgaria. The princi­
pal gardens are at Kezanlik, and ex 
tend for forty miles in the valley of 
the Maritza.

Under normal ccndition* the roae 
extract is almost as precious as liquid 
gold lit the making of one ounce 
one and thrix> quarters hundredweight 
of roses are used. Bulgaria exports 
two and a half tons of attar of rosea 
annually, representing a consumption 
of eight thousand tons of the Howers.

M.ichinc Sheared Sheep.
Several large sbeepgrowers of Baker 

county are having their sheep sheared 
by machinery eleven mih<a east of 
Baker City. The growers are highly 
pleased with the work aud express 
themselves as intending to buy their 
owu shtMiring machiiies by another 
season. One of the sheep growers 
says:

We have contracted for the shearing 
of 75,(0) sheep at our pre««eut camp. 
By using this machine each mau can 
sin ar i.> per cent more iu a day and 
w» can save one half to oue pound of 
wool per sheep, whil«> the animal* are 
handled much more easily and fewer
