Hundreds of Cords of Building 
Wreckage StillCumber Creek 

Bottoms Below Town.

A Heppner dispatch says that in the 
creek bottom between Heppner and 
Lexington are perhaps more than 
1000 cords of wreckage from the flood, 
consisting of broken houses and fen 
ces, railroad ties, lumber, bridge tim­
bers, trees and other relics of that 
disaster.

The farmers on whose property the 
wreckage stopped are now piling it up 
aud selling it at »1 per load, and 
settlers from 12 and 15 miles in the 
interior of the country are hauling 
bundieds of cords of it away for fuel.

Ou these creek bottom farms is now 
to be found from two inches to a foot 
of wash silt and soil as a result of the 
cloudburst, and intsead of the farms 
being damaged, they are greatly en­
riched b^ the deposit of this silt. It 
will require considerable work to 
clear oil' the wreckage, but further 
than this the damage was slight.

“lu the event that the purchase is 

made, it is said, the company will 
erect one or more large mills at the 
mouth of tbo Siusluw river and ship 
their lumber by water to California 
pointe, llii - stop may be made neces­
sary if the railroad company con­
tinues its present high tariff on lum­
ber from here to California.

“At present some of the Booth-Kelly 
mills are idle on that account and 
their once extensive business 
been almost ruined.”
