SCAÜD1NG ELECTED
BISHOP OF OREGON

JAPAN EARTHQUAKE
SCIENTIST GIVES VIEWS

Salem, Or., June 15.—The public 
men, educators and Methodists of 
three states are united today paying 
tribute to tbe memory of Jason Lee, 
the first protestant missionary in tbe 
northwest and founder of Willamette 
Univirsity, through whose efforts Or­
egon was saved to the union. His re­
mains, which were brought from Can 
ada, where Lee died iu 1865, were re­
interred here this afternoon.

San Francicso, June 16.—Dr. Om 
ri, of Japau,conceded to lie the great 
est authority on earthquakes in the 
world, in a statement issued today, 
declared that the light shock experi­
enced last night is a convincing in­
dication that the repetition cf a heavy 
movement of tbe earth is not to lie 
feared. It simply proves that the 
earth is gradually settling and is sci 
entifically regarded, in the absence 
of proof, that there will not I* an­
other violent quake.
