SAYS SOUTH WAS

AGAINST SLAVERY
Richmond, Va , June 1.—In a 

speech at last night's h -ssion of the 
Confederate Union Colonel Robert 
E. Lee, Jr., declared that the great 
men of the South had always declared 
against slavery; that Virginia in 
1778 and Georgia in 1798 passed acts 
prohibiting the importation of slaves; 
that secession was not preached the 
first time In the South, but was in 

! the north threatened four times be­
fore South Carolina seceded.
