PRESIDENT TELLS WOMEN
TO RAISE FAMES

Lansing, May 31-—The address of 
Secretary of Agriculture Wilson and 
five distinguished educators made 
up the program of the forenoon ses­
sion today of the semi-centennial cel­
ebration of the foundation of the 
Michigan Agricultural college.

PRESIDENT ROOSEVELT 
FEATURE OF THE DAY

President Roosevelt, whose address 
this afternoon on the campus of the 
Michigan Agricultural Colege, was 
the climax of the semi-centennial cel­
ebration. arrived at Lansing this 
morning. Fifty thousand strangers 
»rein the city.

Twelve companies of the Michi­
gan National Guard acted as guard 
and escort to the president, together 
with troops of cavalry from South 
Haven. Mich., and two divisions of 
Michigan Naval Reserves.

The president was driven to the 
entrance of the state capitol grounds, 
where thousands were gathered, held 
In check by the troops. Later a re­
ception was held in the executive par­
lors of the capitol, after which he 
delivered a five minute address from 
the balcony of the capitol to twenty 
thousand people gathered there. He 
spoke of the necessity of teaching 
men how to shoot and referred to the 
Santiago campaign, in which he 
fought side by side with two Mich- 
iga nregiments.

Op leaving the capitol grounds 
the president and party were con­
veyed In automobiles to the residence 
ot Presid“nt Snyder, of the Agricul­
tural College, and at 2 o'clock the 
president delivered his formal ad­
dress from a platform at the head of 
the college campus.

What the President Said.
President Roosevelt spoke on the 

subject, "The Man Who Works With 
His Hands.” as follows:

The fiftieth anniversary of the 
founding of this college is an event of 
national significance, for Michigan 
was the first state In the Union to 
found this, the first agricultural col­
lege in America. The nation is to be 
congratulated on the fact that the 
congress at Washington has repeated­
ly enacted laws designed to aid the 
several states In establishing and 
maintaining agricultural and mechan­
ical colleges. I greet all such col­
leges. through their representatives, 
who have gathered here today, and 
bld them Godspeed In their work. I 
no less heartily invoke success for 
the mechanical and agricultural 
schools; and I wish to say that I have 
heard particularly good reports of 
the Minnesota agricultural high 
school for the way in which it sends 
its graduates hack to the farms to 
work as practical farmers.

As a people there is nothing in 
which we take a juster pride than 
our educational system. It is our 
boast that every boy or girl has the 
chance to get a school training, and 
•e feel ft is a prime national duty 
to furnish this training free, because 
only thereby can we secure the pro­
per type of citizenship In the aver­
age American. Our public schools 
and our colleges have done their
