EXONERATES

W. L BUTLER
RETI UVEI» VERDI« T AT INQUEST

THIS MORNING OF JUSTIFIA
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(From Saturday’* Guard.)
At thu inquest over the remains of 

John Fold, who was shot and killed 
by William L. Butler yesterday at 
Wendling, the coroner's Jury exoner­
ated Butler and returned a verdict 
to the effect that 
In killing Ford

The Inquest was 
undertaking chapel
1 o’clock, and was conducted by Cor­
oner W. T. Gordon, Deputy District 
Attorney G. F. Skipworth appearing 
for the state. The following Jury 
was selected: L. O. Beckwith, G. W. 
Taylor, J F. Ross, Geo. Fisher, Ixiuls 
Helbllng and T. Shinn. Several wit­
nesses were examined and the true 
story of the shooting was brought out 
by their testimony.

Relalivea Will Do Notliing,
Coroner Gordon this morn lug tel­

egraphed the relatives of Ford in 
Portland, asking them what disposl- 

,tlon they wanted made of the body. 
He received the following reply: 
"Can do nothing." The body will be 
buried at the county's expense, al­
though the man had over $2 9 In his 
pockets at the time he waa killed.

Rutler at tiu* Hospltatl.
Soon after the arrival of the dep­

uty constable with Butler yesterday 
afternoon an information charging 
the prisoner with murder in the first 
degree was filed in the circuit court 
In order to legally bold him, but this 
will be dismissed and Butler will be 
given his liberty at once He was 
taken to the Eugene hospital, where 
hl» wounds were attended to aud he 
spent the night there under guard. 
He also remained there this forenoon, 
but was about town this afternoon. 
His wounds, one of which Is In the 
shoulder and the other near the el­
bow. both In the left arm, while pain- 
fu are not serious and will soon heal 
up.
