posed toward the white settlers. He 
used to keep a pack of fox bounds to 
hunt bear and deer, and his prowess' 
as a huntsman was regarded with 
awe by his savage friends.

Mr. Eaton's wife died several years' 
ago. He leaves three daughters 
Mrs. G. W. Wilson of Portland; Mrs. 
J. C. Wilson of Goshen and Mrs. 
Frasier J. Kelsay of Fossil, In this 
state. He was a member of the Ma­
