"Since McKinley'* arrival It has 
developed that the famous outlaw 
band of Hung Hu T*e was the agent 
of the laud frauder'» escape from a 
prison cell at Mukden. Until he got 
word that a special request for hl* 
extradition had been made to the Chi­
nese government by the United States 
McKinley had been quite confident 
of regaining his liberty by resisting 
extradition, knowing that there was 
no treaty making It Incumbent upon 
the Chinese to give him up. With 
this ip wa cam»* the Information that 
the request was 
granted through 
tesy.

So McKinley 
sniuggl <1 word 
of the Hung Hu Tse and was told his j 
rescue would be affected on the night 1 
of November 11. Thl* was last fall ' 
Following Instructions McKinley left [ 
a dummy of himself In bed that night 1 
and went out through a hole in th»11 
wall mad»1 for him by mt nibers of 
the outlaw society.

Weeks of trying experience follow­
ed, for the Chinese officer* showed 
that for once they were really lu ear­
nest about catching mi American fu­
gitive, and it required the maximum 
of Hklll on the part of th»1 Hung llu 
Tse to keep him out of sight. Dur­
ing day* he often hid in a Chinese 
coffin, by night he got exercise and 
air by masquerading ns it Russian 
girl in female garb. Chines«1 officers 
finally concluded he had left Mukden 
and thl* gav«1 him an opportunity to 
actually get away from th«« town. So 
he fled to Harbin, where he expect­
ed to take th«< train for the Interior. 
He wore a Russian tourist's clothes.

McKinley would probably hav«> 
been in the lut rior from Harbin yet 
had not th«1 Russian who sold the 
tourist's outfit realized that h<- could 
make another haul by betrayal of Mc­
Kinley. lie had heard of th«1 »4000 
reward offered by the Chinese author- 
Ities, so tipped off the secret.

McKinley was arrested on the train 
and taken to Tientsin., where he wa* 
held until ths arrival of lletec 
Kerrigan.

DOES NOT REPEAL
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ELKINS RATE LAW
Washington, Feb. 24.—The ques­

tion whether the rate law, known as 
the Heuburn act, repeals section one 
of the Elkins act, prohibiting rebate* 
by railroads, was involved in the case 
of the Great Norhtern against the 
United States, which was d?cided to-1 
day by the *unr»m» court of the Unit­
ed States against th» ratlorad compa­
ny, and against such contention.

Contending that applicants fo-1 
land of th- C. 03 Bay wagon road 
grant should have the right to buy I 
the land in 160-a»re tracts at a 
price not exceeding »2.50 an acre, 86 1 
applicants have bought suit in the! 
Unied States Circuit Court against [ 
the present possessor of the land — 
the South -n Oregon Company, wh-1’ - 
chief stockholders are William AV. 
Crapo, William J. Retch, Elijah 
Smith and Prosper AV. Smith, resi­
dents of New York and Boston. These 
applicants want a total of 17,000 
acres out of 92,000 held by the com­
pany. Another suit will be filed next 
week for some 1700 acres more.

The reply is made in a straight­

forward manner, connecting letter* 
and other documents, which Fulton 
Claims sustain and prove his asser- 
rions. He minces no word-. but 
gfrlk«* »traight from the shoulder 
After paj’lflti bls respects with equal 
Impartiality to HCney, J. g. Smith 
Brownell and Governor Chamberlain’ 
the reply says that during his 29 
years of public service Heney u the 
first person to bring charges again« 
his integrity.

Senator Fulton says that Heney'j 
charges don't claim that he profited 
personally by alleged wrong-doing, 
but that he was merely over-zealou* 
In behalf of friends. He lays Hon­
ey's animosity to the fact that he, 
Fulton, opposed the former's appoint­
ment as assistant prosecutor, and 
that Heney is now seeking revenge.

Fulton absolutely denies tne 
charge made by Smith that during 
the session cf the "hold-up" legisla­
ture of 1897, of which Smith was a 
member, he promised Smith, in the 
office of the late Senator Mitchell, 
»1500 if he would go in and help or­
ganize the legislature. He will say, 
however, that later he was convinced 

ithat Smith did receive the money 
I from Mitchell, but he did not say he 
was bought.

Fulton says he was not directly 
concerned in the senatorial election 
at that time, but six years later, 
when he was a candidate for re-elec- 

^tlon to the senate, he learned that 
[Smith was an applicant for the war- 
1 denshlp of the penitentiary. Fulton 
’ says that he went to Governor Cham­
berlain and told him the fact*. Smith 
was helping Chamberlain and he was 
appjin ed; that Chamberlain not on­
ly appoint-d blm, but approved of 
Smith’3 "admitted and dellberat* 
filching of Mitchell's money.”
