-reasure. The news that was 

d over the country In the two 
i , “Lee surrenders” meant the 
cessation of the frightful require­
ments the war increasingly made. At 
length U was all over. The natbm 
had been preserved. Tens of thous­
ands slept in soldiers' graves, a huge 
debt weighed down the republic, but 
the union had been perpetuated, and 
a great Joy overwhelmed the whole 
people.

Lincoln himself became a wonder­
fully changed man in the few days 
that were given him of life after L<-e's 
surrender sealed the end of the Con­
federacy. He had borne the burdens 
of »he war and of th»’ nation, and in 
a day they were partly lifted, from 
his weai led shoulders. The end for 
which he had fought had been 
achieved or was measurably within 
attainment, and he became possessed 
of a high serenity that transformed 
his very being. He does not seem to 
have had any premonition of the fate 
that even then brooded In the swiftly 
advancing days. It has been urged 
that when returning to Washington 
from City Point he read to Summer 
of Massachusetts the lines from Mac­
beth:

"Duncan Is In his grave:
After life's fitful fi ver, he sleeps 

well;
Treason has d ine his worst; nor steel 

nor poison.
Malice domestic, foreign, levy, noth­

ing.
Can touch him further!”

If, when ho read, he mad»1 person­
al application of any Of these lines to 
himself, there Is nothing to show 
that h<> did so, because of apprehen­
sion of his Impending death. There 
Is, opposlngly, abundance of evidence 
to sustain the belief that he looked 
forward confidently to the carrying 
out of the nobly generous recon­
struction policies he meditated.

On Monday, the day after Lee's 
surrender, so great a number of peo­
ple gathered In front of the White

I House that, against his inclination, 
i f<-r he preferred to reserve what he 
! had to say for a formal gathering 
¡planned for Tuesday night. Lincoln 
;addre ed them. He made an end 
I of his impromptu speech by saying:

But when Lin­
coln was assassinated Tenniel drew a 
cartoon that appeared over the cap­
tion, "Britannia Sympathizes With 
Columbia,” in the- Issue of May 6, 
1866, representing Britannia laying 
a wreath on the martyred Lincoln’s 
bier. It was accompanied by these 
verses:
