Portland, May 7.—What is believ­
ed to be the "missing link” in the 
chain of circumstantial evidence in 
the case of E. H. Martin, under ar­
rest in connection with tmurder of 
Nathan Wolff, the pawnbroker, last 
Friday evening, has been supplied by 
a watchmaker in the employ of Wolff, 
who has positively identified Martin 
as the man whom he saw talking 
with Woiff at 5:30 o'clock on the af­
ternoon of the murder, and again 
later in the evening

It was decided today to disinter 
the body of Wolff for the purpose of 
examining the finger nails for a pos­
sible trace of the skin of the murder­
er under the finger nails of the dead 
man. Martin's neck and hands are 
severely scratched and the police be­
lieve the sscatches are the result of 
his encounter with Wolff. Martin 
claims he was scratched by a cat.

Other Evidence Found.
