During the last tew months ths 

Southern Pacific has permitted 
tramps to travel without molestation 
on their trains. While no general 
order has been given by the manage­
ment, the sign of free rides has been 
passed along by trainmen, until many 
w ho are able to take a chair car, pre­
fer the cheaper route. It is estima­
ted that the tramp traffic through 
Eugene, averages twenty-five a day 
or six or seven hundred a month.

The “underneath” route M the 
most dangerous in the world to the 
knowledge of the railroad business. 
More men are killed beating their 
way than In all other kinds of rail­
road accidents. During the year of 
1906 nearly 2500 tramps were killed, 
though no means was at hsr1 to 
learn all accidents. Sllghtlv over 
2500 tramps were maimed for life, 
though there undoubtedly were In­
numerable accidents that were not 
reported.
