According to apparently authentic’ 
authority, published in a western ex­
change, California leads the Western 
division of states in the receipt of, 
money from this source, the amount I 
being $1,194,276. Texas heads the 
Southern division with $6,344,807. 
and Georgia follows with $6.065,- 
264. Other states received large 
sums—a handsome testimonial
