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CLAYTON TALKS
TO DEMOCRATS ON X

NATIONAL ISSUES

•Denver, July 8.—Following is the 
address of Congressman Henry D. 
Clayton, of 
chairman of 
convention :

Chairman 
as follows:

"Mr. Chairman and Fellow Demo­
crats:—Let me thank you for the 
honor you have conferred upon me.

“This is Democratic year. Demo­
cratic ideas are now popular. Doc­
trines always taught by our party and 
scoffed at by our opponents are now 
urged as a gospel of their own. Meas­
ures and jiolicles of Democratic ori­
gin are now pretendedly advocated 
by the leaders of the Republican par­
ty. It is no longer anarchistic to de­
claim private monopoly to be inde­
fensible or that the great transporta­
tion companies should be reguieted 
and controlled by public law. For­
mer questioning of the decision of a 
bare majority ofzthe supreme court 
in the income tax case cr.inot now 
lie heard, because of the greater noise 
of the vehement and embro'd •’•.•d de­
nunciation of Judges and judicial acts 
that have shocked thecourtry. A de­
mand for the revision of the tariff 1« 
no longer a ’lireat to destroy our in­
dustrial sysrem. Trusts are not to 
he tolerateJ even bv the !<‘.»tib’lcau 
party. We nee.1 nat now qulaige on 
the list of R-publirsn admissions and 
(•’•omises far elect.on purposes only 
The Republican party has made 
marked progress in promises to the 
people and much greater progress in 
aiding selfish interests and special 
privileges.

The Recent Panic.
"Proceeding at once to a mention

The Republi­
can party boasts of its knowledge of 
finance. What have they given us in 
this law?

"It will be remembered in 1892-3,1 
under a Republican administration, a 
panic was anticipated.

This fear was produced by 
the fact, which had become known, 
that the banks had been sending 
their depositors' money to risky. If 
not unlawful concerns. A run upon 
the banks by depositors, not by note 
holders, in consequence occurred. 
The Republican party has attempted 
to prevent the recurrence of depos­
itors’ panics by emergency bank note 
bills, in the provisions of which they 
have decreased the security that the 
depositor had in a two-fold way. first 
by reducing the amount of reserve re­
quired bW4aw to be held, and second­
ly, by making the new emergency 
notes a prior lien upon all the assets 
of the bank, decreasing the security 
that the bank had to kaep for the de­
positor, and increasing the bank lia­
bilities that might be charged against 
deposits. In my opinion it Is an ac­
complished scheme to enable banks 
that have floated questionable enter­
prises to digest otherwise indigesti­
ble securities by making them the ba­
sis of a national circulating medium 
of exchange. The future will show 
whether this miserable make-shift, 
part house infamy and part senate In­
famy, as a great Republican newspa­
per has said, will answer its purpose. 
Whatever it may shpw In the way of 
sins of omission or commission, not 
only is it the fault of Republican leg­
islation, but evil which it pre­
tends to cure altogether and ex­
clusively the fruit of Republican leg­
islation. Theirs is the responsibility 
for the bill, and theirs also the re­
sponsibility for the condition which 
led to the enactment of the law.

THUMB ANO FIN6ER 
BLOWN OFF BY CRACKER

Virgil Ham, the ten-year-old son 
of J. 8. Ham of this city, blew off 
the thumb and little finger of his 
right hand Saturday by the prema­
ture explosion of a cannon fire 
cracker.
