"For economy—levy taxes and pay 
as we go, or on short time certificate 
plan.

"For education—regular and cor­
respondence courses in road building 
at Oregon Agricultural College and 
University of Oregon.

"Let us build good roads all sum­
mer instead of talking about them all 
winter."

The Oregon good roads conference 
will convene promptly at 8:30 a. m. 
Tuesday, August 11, in the conven­
tion hall of the Portland Commercial 
Club, sixth floor. Another meeting 
will be held at 2 o'clock, and perhaps 
an evening session. A feature of the 
convention will be the attendance-of 
many road supervisors and practi­
cal road officials.

.A great cement plant is to be built 
In Porlland—the first Instance in 
America in which Portland cement 
has been manufactured in a city of 
that name.

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THIRTY-EIGHT YEARS

Boston. Mass., Aug 3 Possibly 
the only man in the world without a 
friend outside of prison walls is Wil­
liam E. Hill, a civil war veteran, who 
today entered upon his thirty-ninth 
year as an inmate of the state prlsou 
In Charlestown. Hill Is serving a 
life sentence for the murder of Wil­
liam Jacobs, near Stoughton Centre, 
in 1870. His friends deserted 
from the first, and his wife, who 
ed him in the commission of 
crime and then turned state's 
dence at the trial, long since disap­
peared. Hill was first sentenced to 
be hanged, but this sentence was lat­
er commuted to life imprisonment 
by Governor Claflin. He entered 
prison August 3, 1870. Since then he 
has been outside the prison walls on­
ly twice—-once when the prison was 
transferred to Concord, and again, a 
few years later, when It was trans­
ferred back to Charlestown. Al­
though he has spent the best years of 
his life behind the bars and is now- 
old man. he has never lost hope 
some day being pardoned.

Creswell, Aug. 3.—"One of the 

graden spots" is Creswell, in all its 
beauty, pretty homes, prosperous 
farms and thriving orchards.

A visit to Creswell just now Is 
worth the while of the most pessi­
mistic creature in the country. If It 
does not send him home with better 
thoughts buzzing through his bon­
net it will be strange indeed. This 
favored Bectlon of Lane county is de­
veloping with a steady growth which 
spells prosperity and permanency 
with large, black capital letters. 
There is no boom on down in this 
section, but the progress being made 
In the town and surrounding coun­
try is surprising to say the least. 
Strangers are dropping in here all 
the time from the East. California 
and other sections of Oregon. The 
day of large farms is past, and many 
are looking for smaller homes and 
the donation claims are being cut up. 
Where there now is one family there 
will be a dozen in a few years. Cres­
well will get the trade and will be a 
town of 2000 inhabitants in a few 
years.
