Boston, Mass., Aug 14__Gifford
Ptnchot. chief forester of the ¡'nited 

states, addressed the typographical 
convention on the preservation of the 
forests today. He spoke as follows:

'The conservation of national re-- 
sources is the us of hard sense busi­
ness principles and practical knowl­
edge in dealing with the land we live 
in. It means keeping this country a 
good place to live In for ourselves! 
and for our children. Most of all, it I 
means the avoidance of waste.

'When the rounder- of this nation 
sanded in Atueri< « they found one of 
the most magnificent forests of all 
the world. 1 bey used some of it, . 
but they or their descendants wasted 
as much as they used, until today the 
end of our timber supply is in sight. 
If the present rate of cutting should 
continue it w ill be gone in twenty-five i 
or thirty years.

"We have had and we still have I 
vast mineral resources. But we have , 
wasted about half tbe coal in the 
mines already worked by detective) 
methods of mining and by taking the' 
best and much of the power in the I 
coal is wasted when we burn it. The 
coal, once burned, cannot, like tim- J 
ber, be replaced by care aud cultiva- I 
tion. Once gone it is forever gone. '

"We have the most wonderful sys-| 
tern of rivers to be found iix any civ-I 
ilized country, and the least used. ' 
There is less transportation on our' 
rivers, taken altogether, now than 
there was fifty years ago, in spite of | 
the vast sums spent itpou them, and' 
they are less navigable than they I 
were then. We have allowed them | 
to be clogged with tbe soil washed 
from our fields, and every one of the 
hundreds of millions of tons so lost I 
every year helps to make the farmer I 
poorer and to reduce the product of ! 
our farms.
