Chicago. Sept. 7.—With the return 
of William J. Bryan to Chicago this 
city has again become the centre of 
iaterest in Democratic circles The 
iKirf purpose of Mr. Bryan's visit is 
to deliver the labor day address at a 
b e nstratlon of trades unions at 
Forest Park this afternoon. The 
demonstration has been arranged by 
tbe Injunction Reform League, 
which has been organized to create 
a strong public sentiment against the 
alleged abuse of the injunction writ. 
Tbe injunction question will be the 
subjee: of Mr. Bryan’s speech. which 
iS to be delivered late this afternoon 
-fhe spec h of the Democratic candi­
date is intended as a reply to that 
■ar: t Judge Taft's speech of accept­
ance in which the Republican candi­
date dealt with the labor question.

Jury in cases of "Indirect" con­
tempt. Are not the proceedings of 
the I’nited States senate a part of the 
history of the country? This mea­
sure passed the I’nited States senate 
more than twelve years ago. and the 
vote upon ft was so largely unan­
imous that no roll call was demand­
ed. The bill was not smuggled 
through without discussion It was 
amended in open senate and the mem­
bers of the senate had ample oppor­
tunity to understand it. It would 
have passed congress and become 
a law long ago but for the fact that 
a few- large corporate employers of 
labor have kept a lobby In Washing­
ton ever since, and have been able 
to coerce congress into Ignoring the 
laboring man’s plea.

Mr. Taft is not an unbiased judge 
where the Jury system is under con­
sideration. Fie is not only known 
as the father of government by in­
junction. but he Is prejudiced against 
the jury system. Every man is 
consciously Influenced by his 
vironment. and Mr. Taft's long 
vice upon the bench led him to 
derate the Importance of the jury 
system In his address to the stu­
dents of Yale, entitled. "A Judge on 
the Bench,” he shows a decided 
leaning toward an increase of the 
authority of the judge, and praises 
the procedure in the federal court 
at the expense of the western courts, 
even though he admits that “the 
jury system popularizes the court and 
gives the people to understand that 
they have, not only an Interest, but 
also a part. In the administration of 
justice.” He ha, fallen into the er­
ror of assuming that any improve­
ment In the method of court pro­
cedure is an attack upon the author­
ity of the court,

His speech must 
me free that he may give the world 
the results of his investigation, and 
present to others the ideal which he 
is trying to realize in his work. His 
pen must be free that he may scatter 
seed thoughts to the uttermost parts 
of the earth and leve to posterity a 
record of his work He finds In gov­
ernment the cheapest, as well as the 
surest, protection of this liberty, to 
be, to think, to speak, to act.
