It is said the trouble started over, 
the fact that Garrett Steinhauer ac­
cused Stucke of being unduly lntl-1 
mate with his (Steinhauer's I wife, | 
and at one time ordered Stucke off,' 
his place. Stucke some time after j 
that assaulted Steinhauer and was 
arrested and brought to Eugene for 
«n examination before Justice of the 
Peace Bryson. He was bound over 
to the circuit court, which meets in 
November, and was under bonds at 
the time he was killed. Tabor was 
one of the principal witnesses against 
Stucke, and it was for this reason 
that the latter threatened Tabor’s 
life Stucke a short time ago as­
saulted Tabor's younger brother and 
It is siad beat him up pretty badly. 
This helped to Increase the enmity 
between the two men.

Stucke was aged about 40 years 
and leaves a wife. Tabor is consider­
ably younger and has a wife and two 
children. He is a member of one of 
the best families in the western end 
of the county and was well known in 
Eugene.

Sheriff Bown and District Attorney 
Bryson are now on their way home 
anj are expected to arrive late this ( 
xfternoon. They stopped at Hale 
for their mid-day meal. As Tabor 
furnished bonds, he was left at home 
and he will be at liberty until i 
court convenes on the first Monday' 
of next month.
