Th«* Courts
I most earnestly urge upon the con­

gress the duty of increasing the totally 
ina<ie«iuate salaries now given to our 
judges. On the whole there is no body 
of public servants who «io as valuable , 
work, nor whose money«*«! reward Is 
so inadequate compared to their work. 
Beginning with the supreme court the 
judges should have their «alari«** dou­
bled It Is n«»t befitting the dignity of 
the nation that its most honored public 
servants should be paid sums so small 
compared with what they would earn In 
private life that th«* performance of 
public service by them implies an ex­
ceedingly heavy pecuniary sacrifice

It is earnestly to be desired that some 
method should he devis«*«!* for doing 
away witli the long delay« which now 
obtain in the administration of justice, 
and which operate with peculiar sever­
ity aga nst persons of small means, ami 
favor ooiy the very criminals whom It 
is desired to punish. These long delays 
in the fioal decisions of cases make In 

: the aggregate a crying evil, and a rem­
edy should be devised. Much of this 
Intolerable delay is <lue to improper 
regard paid to technlcaliaies which are 
.( nv r»* hindrance to justice. In some 

i noted cases this over-regard for techni­
