According to 
the new ruling only coyotes will draw 
the 12.60 bounty, while that on cou­
gars will be |5.0(k The coyote is 
rsally the bane of the ranchers’ lives, 
as they kill poultry as well as sheep 
and young cattle. The cougar is the 
one animal that is sought after for 
he never knows when his appetite is 
satisfied, killing indiscriminately. 
The new bounty ruling takes effect 
on the first of the year.

CITYATIORNEY 
BEAN TENDERS

At last night’s meeting of the city 
council the resignation of L. E. Bean 
as city attorney was read and ac­
cepted. The resignation Is to take 
effect on Jan. 11th. There has been 
some feeling between a number of 
members of the council and Mr. Bean 
for some time past and this action 
on the part of the latter is the out­
come.

The ordinance ratifying the con­
tract with Sam Manerud to furnish 
crushed rock to the city and to use 
the city’s crusher and engine, was 
presented. Before it was passed it 
was amended to read, ‘‘All crushed 
gravel or rock not furnished to the 
city direct or to the street commis­
sioner by Mr. Manerud, shall be paid 
for to the city at ten cents per cubic 
yard."

The attorney was instructed to ap­
pear for the city In the injunction 
suit recently instituted.

The matter of enforcing the antl- 
splttlng ordinance was brought up 
and the police department was di­
rected to enforce It.

The city engineer was instructed to 
establish the center line of Washing­
ton street nort hof the railroad and 
to fix monuments at intersections.

The council adjourned to meet 
again next Monday night. .

RESUME OF FOREST
IMPROVEMENTS IN THE

STATE AND NATION

Washington, Dee. 24 Such work 
as the construction of miles of road 
and trail, telephone lines, drift and 
pasture fences, ranger houses and 
barns, has opened up and improved 
many square miles of territory in thv 
thirteen national forests in the state 
of Oregon, and for these and similar 
purposes $55,191.33 was spent dur­
ing the last fiscal year. Four hun­
dred and thirty-seven miles of trail 
and 24 miles of road were built, 78 
miles of telephone lines were strung, 
and the forest ranges were improved 
by the construction of 39 miles of 
pasture fence. During the year 23 
houses, to be used for ranger quar­
ters. and 2 barns, and 2 corrals, for 
rangers' horses were built. Four 
bridges were constructed and various 
miscellaneous improvements were 
made.

In speaking of the permanent im­
provement work on all the National 
forests, the secretary of agriculture 
has the following to say in his an­
nual report:

"The agricultural appropriation 
act of 1908 included an item of *500,- 
000. which was made available for 
permanent improvement work on the 
National forests. The object of this 
work is to help open up the forests to 
more use and provide means for their 
better and inure economical protec­
tion. through the supply of means 
of CQintnunication and transportation, 
well-located field quarters, fire lines, 
fences to assist in the handling of 
stock, and watering places. These 
improvements are essentially invest­
ments of capital, which add greatly 
to the value and usefulness of the 
forests.

"The work completed during the 
year included 3400 miles of trails. 
3200 miles of telephone line, 100 
miles of wagon road. 40 miles of fire 
line. 2 50 bridges. 550 cabins and 
barns, and 600 miles of pasture and 
drift fences. In addition to the sum 
provided by the special improvement 
fund, over $100,000 from the general 
fund of the service was turned from 
current expenses to defray the cost 
of this work, but much of the work 
planned and urgently needed could 
not be carried out becouse there was 
nothing with which to pay for it."

MANY KILLED 
IN CIVIL STRIFE 

INOLDMOSCOW
Moscow, Dec. 26.—Baron Cotte, 

chief of the secret political police 
was killed and Colonel Muraki was 
wounded In a fierce encounter today 
with revolutionists, who were in­
trenched In a suburban village.

During the fight several policemen 
were killed and many others wound­
ed. Troops were summoned and a 
regular battle ensued, artillery being 
employed to bombard the villa be­
fore the revolutionists were subdued. 
The occurrance is the most serious 
since December 1905. The losses 
sustained by the revolutionists are 
not known but are undoubtedly very 
heavy.
