Palermo, Dec. 2 9.—Railroad com­
munication with Messjna has been 
restored and a trainload of refugees 
came in today but maddened by ter­
ror, were unable to give any account 
of the catastrophe. All agree that 
Messina has been destroyed and that 
the victims number tens of thous­
ands.

A trainload of doctors, nurses and 
hospital equipment has gone from 
here to Messina.

He was 
sent sevtral times to bring In recalci­
trants, and never was daunted but 
once, when he was ordered to bring 
In ('apt. Elisha Applegate, who at­
tended the sessions abbut three days 
and left for his cabin at Yoncalla In 
disgust lie «ent word that any tnan 
who tried to serve a warrant on him 
would never serve another. So Baker 
waited until the convention adjourn­
ed and took him a printed copy of 
the proceedings Applegate, though 

f opposing polltl^ always regarded 
Baker as bls friend, and makes kindly 
mention of hint In some of his writ­
ings.

Even up to within a few months of 
the time of his last stillness. Mr. Ba­
ker was a familiar sight ou th« 
streets. He was always pleasant, 
happy and cheerful, loved to tell a 
good story, or take a drink with a 
friend, and although a faithful mem­
ber of the Baptist church never lost 
his pioneer customs and habits. He 
was a lover of a good horse and the 
soul of kindness to those he loved.

Captain Baker's mind was clear up 
to within a few hours of the end. and 
he made all the arrangements for 
his burial.
