Messina, Jan. 4.—There Is reason 
to believe that the devastation by the 
earthquake of Galabrla and Sicily is 
not yet at end. Further heavy shocks 
have been predicted today and scien­
tists declare that others still should 
be expected January I and 8, when 
the relative position of the sun and 
moon will produce the greatest strain 
on the crust of the earth.

Several minor shocks were exper­
ienced Saturday and many tottering 
walls were thrown down, but It Is 
not known that any were killed. The 
new shocks are starting the fires 
afreah, and the people are bordering 
on a panic. Messina is to be evacua­
ted entirely as soon as possible.

The disposition of the dead is one 
(if the greatest problems confronting 
the authorities. Two days spent 
amid the ruins of Messina and Reg­
gio bring convincing evidence that 
the horror of the situation has not 
been exaggerated Messina and Reg­
gio have ceased to exist. In the ruins 
of the former city two thirds of the 
inhabitants lie buried, while at Reg­
gio, half the people lost their lives. 
Messina had 150.000 and Reggio 50,- 

■000 population.
Sickening stenches arise from the 

decomposing bodies and the air for 
many miles is polluted, so that It 
would be a blessing if the fire should 
reduce what is left of 'he ruin* to 
ashes. The radius of ruin and death 
extends back with decreasing tnten- 
aity for forty miles on the mainland 
and thirty miles In Sicily.

The Fox's resided 
at Messina and went to Reggio each 
day by ferry.
