concern in the UDited Slates. The' 
company was represented In this 
deal by its president. E. L. Meyers. ■ 
state senator of Nebraska, and M. JC. 
Miller, of Minneapolis. Both have' 
be* n in Roseburg for several days 
past attending to the details of the i 
transfer.

The land involved in this transac-l 
tlon forms the townsite of Sutherlin, 
the newly platted city near Oakland.' 
and consists of nearly 8,000 acres, 
all under irrigation. Included also | 
Is the electric light and power plant 
which supplies the city of Oakland ( 
with lighting. The land itself aside: 
from its excellent fruit growing and 
farming qualities, contains a 5-foot 
ledge of bituminous coal and 
presence of oil is manifested 
seepages.
