General Allen's Aiblress.
"The success of the Wright broth­

ers has not been due to chance," | 
said General Allen, "but to their per­
sistence, daring and intelligence in 
scientifically working out the differ­
ent parts that go to make up their 
machine and practically testing the 
same in flight. Orville and Wilbur 
Wright have by their genius and per- 
severence done honor to the United 
States. The United States in return 
has signally honored them by a joint 
resolution of Its congress and the 
presentation of these medals, de­
signed by the secretary of war in 
compliance with that resolution and 
with the co-operation^if the secretary 
of (he treasury struck at the United 
States mint at Philadelphia.

"Within the last few months Wil­
bur Wright has made demonstrations 
In th< presence of the King of Spain, 
(he King or Italy, the King of Eng- 
and and the ambassador at Rome 

has also flown as a passenger with , 
Mr. Wright. These two dlstingulsh-

gentlemen have, therefore, received 
well-earned recognition and honora 
both at home and abroad."

General Allen described the medals 
during his speech. They bear the 
fac-simile of the great seal of the 
United States, the date of the joint 
resolution of congress, providing for 
the medal» and the words or the res­
olution :

"In recognition arid appreciation of 
their ability, courage and success in 
navigating the air."
