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* "London. Jan. 8.—King Edwards 
second Parliament, one ot the most 
memorable in the natijn's history, 
was formally dissolved by His Majes. 
ty today, and writs were issued for 
the new election. Borough pollings 
will begin next Thursday, and county 
pollings on January 19, continuing 
daily to January 24. The new 
Parliament will assemble about 
Fehruarjr 14 th.

“Evidence is accumulating that the 
election contest now in full swing 
will be one of the hardest ever 
fought in Great Britain. The lead­
ers of both big parties, and of the 
Mjaborites and the Nationalists, have 
planned programs which make it a 
certainty that the p«»ple in every 
part of the country will hear the 
questions of the House of Lords, 
.tariff reform, free traie. socialism 
and other side issues discussed from 
every point of view. Premier 
Asquith will take an active part in 
■fJe conflict,

Recuguizlng that a victory of the 
,Unionists would stop social reforms, 
the Labor party leaders have agreed 
to the Liberal proposals to avoid tri­
angular contests by recommending 
the withdrawal of a score of Labor 
candidates. The Laborites will con­
test only the seats they held in the 
expiring Parliament.

It is increasingly evident, now that 
the crisis has been reached, that the 
present government, to be successful 1 
and to remain in power, oust bend I 
all its energies to the thwarting’and 
possible overthrow of the Lords. 
The list of bills destroyed by the • 
Lords during the last four yea's is 
being used as damning evidence in 
this campaign.

It was just four years ago today, 
on January 8, 1906, that the “Khaki 
Parliament" was dissolved, and in 
t*» subsequent election the Liberals 
won a sweeping victory. On April 5. 
1908, Sir Henry Campbell-Banner­
man resigned the premiership on ac­
count of ill health, and Mr. Asquith, 
formerly chancellor of the ex- 
ehecquer. became premier.

Then came the immortal Llovd- 
George budget, which the Lords re-

wused to pass, and the present ap-1 
peal to the country. The real es­
sence of the Lloyd-George program, 
to which rentier Asquith ind th«' Lib­
eral Party is pledged, is .he increase 
of the taxation of wealth and capital, 
to the corresponding relief of the 
ordinary citizen and consumer. It 
harks back to Adam Smith's maxim 
that "the subjects of every state 
ought to contribute towards the sup­
port of the government, as nearly as 
possible,, in proportion to their 
respective abilities; that is. in pro­
portion to the revenue which they 
respectively enjoy under the protec­
tion of the state." The Lloyd- 
George program is not revolutionary 
but since its fate has become .«.» in­
timately bound up with the con­
stitutional prerogatives of the Com­
mons it may prove the salvation of 
the waning power of Liberalism.

The four-year reign of Liberalism, 
i on which the party in power must 
' stand or fall in the coming contest. 
' has been one of notable successes, as 
I the enactment of the trades disputes 
bill and the eight-hour law for labor 
n mines, the establishment of old- 

age pensions, the remodelling of the 
army, the liquidation of public debt 
and the lessening of the burdens <f 
taxation upon the middle and lower 
classes. There have been equally 
notable failures, especially the de­
feat of the education act, the plural 
voting act, the licensing act and the 
Irish act of 1907; and to this melan­
choly list must be added Mr. Lloyd- 
Georges budget. The Irish act
failed Itecause of the attitude of the 
Irish themselves, but practically
every other defeat that the Govern­
ment has suffered has arisen from, 
the obstructive course pursued by 
the overwhelming Conservative jia- 
jority in the Hdtise of Lords. Sine-?' 
th-» throwing out of th«> budget the 
“mending or ending" of the upper 
house, so actively discussed af’er the 
perea> of the education act of 1906. 
has once more come to the surface as 
after all, the fundamental issue in 
th? Liberal regime. Jn June. 1907. 
tne Commons went cn reco-J In 
passing, by the huge vote of 43:’ to 
147. a resolution to the effect that 
the vetc power of the hereditary 
ton««, ought to be abclished Until 
th? avents of the past few moaths, 
Uv? cause of Libe—t’isrc. 'has been 
none too strong, and its warfare up­
on the privileges of the Lords was 
wa»ed under increasing disadvan­
tages. As things row staud how­
ever the party may soon find ’‘.elf 
In a position to carry the resolution 
of 1907 into effect, cr even to co 
ntucl. beyond that. Thwarted ty til«* 
Lord;, the Liberals «.annot hope to i

The other 
farm products entering into the com­
putation are fruit, oats, barley, rye, 
hay, sugar bets, potatoes, garden 
products. live stock, dairy products 
and poultry and eggs.

The foregoing figures become Im­
portant in the development of the 
western country when It is known 
that in many instances the products 
of the older farming state are not 
as valuable as those in the quartet 
mentioned, which, less than a quar­
ter of a century ago were considered 
to be largely worthless lands. It 
means, too, that with the Influx of 
population and outside capital for 
development purposes there will be 
mure farms and a greater wealth 
production.

There are 6,7 41.000 farms, or 
about k.000,000 more than in 1899, 
In the Unitei States today, and the 
value of the products for 1909 Is 
placed at $9,600,000.000. This 
shows that fully one-third of the pop­
ulation of the country is engaged in 
the various forms of agriculture.

Washington, Jan. 7.—President 
TNifl s special message dealing with 
Amendments' to the interstate com­
mence laws looking to more effective 
federal supervision of railroads and 
conveying his recommendations for 
the passage of a federal incorpora­
tion act was transmitted to congress 
today and read in the house, the sen­
ate not being in session.

The message follows closely the 
forecasts made from time to time and 
in it the suggested legislation as to 
railroads embodies all of the sug­
gestions the president has made in 
liis speeches on the subject.

President Taft suggests no change 
in tne Sherman anti-trust law at this 
time, and the anti-trust feature of 
the message deals solely with the 
subject of federal charters. The 
President thinks that an opportunity 
should be given the big industrial 
combinations to bring their business

once more into the "zone cf lawful­
ness" by taking out federal charters 
under certain prescribed conditions 
before it becomes necessary to pro­
ceed against every corporation about 
which there is a breath of suspicion. 
Wholesale investigation and possibly 
prosc'ction, the president points out, 
would result in a serious disturbance 
and produce a halt in our present 
prosperity that will cause suffering 
and strained clrcumstanoes among 
the innocent many for the faults of 
the guilty few.

After reading the president’s mes­
sage in the house. It was referred to 
the appropriation committee.
