A COMPARISON OF KAYIES,

At the present time when rumors
of war with England scem tobe
the uppermost topic in the popu-
lar mind; it is a matter of absorb-
ing interest to note the respective
naval strength of each of the possi-
ble combatants, A classified list
of the relutive fighting power of the
two nations is herewith given, ns
found in “The Statesman’s Year
Book,” n publication of the highest
authority, and by which it appenrs,
that of first class sea-going battle-
ships, England pousceses no less
than 25, while the United States
has only six such vessels, Of spo-
ond class battleships England has 9
and third class battleships 11 ves-
sels, while the United States pos-
sopacs none of the two last men-
tioned olasses, Of first closs
cruisers Eogland heads tho list
with 85 vessels and the United
Slates shows but 7 such vessels,
Again, England loome up with 63
gecond clags oruisers to our 13;
third olass cruisers, Englind has
189, while the United States fol-
lown a long ways behind with the
ridiculoualy smgll number of only
21 shipsof that oluss, Of torpedo
boats, England has 186, and the
U. B,but 3, or a smuller number
than any other naval power on
earth today. Counting vessels of
all olaeees, of modern construction,
and fit for modern warfare, the
total number of vessels in the
British navy available for offensive
and deferisive purposes is 1o loss
than 486, while the total for the
United States is but 67.
