Clover and sanfoln produce pounds'if honey per acre each lino day, and as
they flower twice and remain In full blos
son, Tor a week at n time tho 75 acres, If
properly worked by the Ihh-s- , are expectedto yield more than 10,000 pounds of hon-
ey. The triumph of the "sweater's" nrt
Is In inducing the hies to fetch this enor-
mous quant It y of honey without

tho for storing It In tho
hives. The honey, being liquid, must bo
buttled, and bees will only put It in comb
of the exact siiie and texture which in-
stinct has taught them. Conibnmklng Is
also much lighter and safer work than
honey gathering, with Its dangers from
storms, wasps and birds. Young boos are
generally told off for tho purpose, while
their elders go atlohl. Hut oonscienoo will
not allow a beo to stay at homo If ho Is
not wanted to work.

The beekeeper therefore makes It his
business to provide ready mado founda-
tions for tho cells, stumped In real wax,
and nf tho natural size. Ho also removes
the combs full of honey, spinsthemnrouud
in a tin churn, and replaces them in tho
hive empty a hint which tho lxes take ns
an invitation to reilll them. The ancient
taskmaster said, "Ye nro idle, yo shall
havo no straw." Tho modem beemater
says, "Yo are industrious, hero Is tho
straw ready chopped." The bees seem de-

lighted to mako tho most of the opportu
nities so tnorougniy provided tor them.
Iiy using tho mechanically staiimcd "foun
dations'' for their colls they make a more
pcrtict and symmetrical oomb than is of
ten constructed without help. The bottoms
being regular, no "crooked comb" is ever
built upon it. Tho size stamped Is also
uniformly that of workercolls. Thus there
is no room for drono oells, producing bees
v. men cannot bo "sweated" or mado prof-
uaiuu in any way.

The visible results of tho system nro
vastly increased store of honey nearly
1.00D pounds woro recently mado by tho
bees of 15 hives and so far no sign of
"overstrain" among tho bees. When tho
system has had another fl years of trial, it
may possibly show certain strains develop-
ing a tendency to forget how to construct
comb foundation, just as some h reed tt of
fowls are forgottlng how to hatch their
eggs. Loudon Spectator.

Two years l.fnro tho first
printed translation of "The Doll's Hollso'
w:is issued Krnest Oiiponheini, while trav
elinp iu Seiindinavia, rend this wonderful
play in tho original, yniok In thuuftht
himself, ho recognized inimedlatoly in tho
author one of tlio Kroatust thinkers of tho
num. r?n for his own pleasitro. with hut
littlo thouitlit of publieation, honmdotho
urst traushitlon of .vlmr is now
Ihsen s most fainotis work.

When ho returned to America, tho man-
uscript was scon hy a literary frltind who
hod somo knowledge of pulilishers' needs.
Tho uaino of Ihsen was comparatively now
and tlui stthj(ict too daring as an experi-
ment. So ho advised Mr. Oppenholm not
to attempt to Ret the hook published tin
loss ho did It in England. Jloro instantly
important affairs pushed this inantiKcript
aside, and two years afterward somo ouo
olsn gavo limn to English speaking peo-
ple. Tho first translation is still In existe-
nce, and except for here and thero an un-
important word It reads liko tho generally
known edition.

CURIOUS FISH.

Kerp Tlieir Kbits In Their Mouths Their
Katurnl l'ocket.

In tho een of HaMee or Lako Tiberias,
as It Is also called there Is a strange llsh
named the Chromls stmonls, which 1h more
careful of Its young than fish generally
are. Tho male takes tho eggs In his mouth
and keeps them in his nntural sido pock-
ets, where they aro regularly hatched and
remain until ablo to shift for themselves.
Iiy this ingenious arrangement the brood
is comparatively guarded against Its nat-
ural enemies. It is easily fed, too, but it Is
a puzzlo how tho little ones escape being
eaten alive. A month ago, says a traveler
writing to n religions contemporary, I
found In my net a number of these fish
without eyes.

Others of tho species, when I lifted them
up, dropped n number of . littlo fishes out
of their mouths, which swam away hasti-
ly. The natives explained tho phenomenon.
Tho blind chromls is tho victim of sea
hawks. When theso birds havo eaten their
fill, they begin to look out for tidbits.
After catching a fish they hit Its forehead
with their sharp beak, knocking out tho
middle part. In which (heir eyes nro set.
Tho bony structure Is dropped into tho
water, but the eyes aro eaten by the birds
with great relish. Strangely enough, tho
fish (jenernlly survive this rough treat-
ment. Tho wound heals up quickly In wa-

ter, and they continue to ply the lako for
food ns if nothing had happened. Pall
Mall Gazette.

Ski the
Indians are tnunitging this epidemic In
the regular Indian style of doctoring.
Near n spring or river (hey build a
teepee of willows, cover it witli hides,
build a lire, put tlio pslient in und let
him sweat, grunt and cant until the
prespirntiou rolla oil" iu rivulets and
the Indian stinks like unto a China-
town, then the patient jumps into the
cold water of u river or spring to coo!
oil. This medicine is good for somo
ailments and especially fine for folka
that never take a bath. But iu
whooping cough it is as cultus as the
Indian's Idea of logic, with him iucan
tation heals drugs.
