DR. SMITH'S STORY.

D, 1, O, Smith has bees dnler-
viewed by the Oregonian and tells
the following story about the dis-
covery of gold in the Suntinm.
The first exeitomont was in 1859, a
gilver erave, aud n town sprang up,
but went down,  In 1860 with Jas,
and D, H Smith he began prospecs
ting and in the spring of 1861
reached the present site of Anidem.
In 1862 st Salem he dreamed of
having his pockets full of gold,
and went back and  prospected
again,  Again he dreamed of loen-
ting u rich lead.  He followed up
the dream and kndeked off’ $300 in
gold at onee, and he located the
White Bull.  Jerry Drigegs was
there at the time, also a Seotohiman
nnmed MeDonuld,  They wont to
work on Bmuth's claim, which he
aalled the Driggs, and says they
took ont $7,000 from top rock.
The excitement set in, nvoad woe
bullt in at an exponse of $20,000,
and & Seatamp mill put up. 0t
waa leased to Sulmon Bros, of
Poriland, who took out $656,000 in
gold.  The mill was burned in the
ppring of 18656 or 1800, and afwr
that nothing wits done until recent-
ly, when the Lawler Co. Londed
this knd other mwines and went to
work, Smith received the prem-
inm for the first gold found in
quartz in the Caseade monntaing,
consisting of two Indian horees.
