The amount which the war reve-
nuo bill will efleot looal prices of
the articles taxed cannot yet be
fully determined. A great doal of
questioning of grocerymen, tobacco
and drrg dealers in  the city hos
been done, but no exact date could
be obtained, and even the dealers
thomselves aro ignorant yelas to
what turn they will make in order
to keop retail prices down and yet
seoure their business,

The amount of taxable goods al-
rondy on hapd will probably be
stamped as soon a8 the doputy in-
ternnl revenue colleotor appears.
Some of tho goods, auch as patant
medioines, of which o lnrge stock ig
usually kept on hand, will not be
taxed until sold, and only an in-
voico of the goods will be taken
now.
