NEEDS 100,000 UKN.

Regimental Surgeon Franklin M

Kemp, of tlio Fourteenth inliintry
who has just roturued irom Manila
arrived in Astoria yritlay of lust
week on the steamer Stale of Cali

fornia, In an inlorviow on the

Philippine situation, Surgeon
Kemp said that the reinforcements
now boing organized for tho inhuiiln

are wholly inadoquato to suppress
the InBurrootion. IIo says thnt,
with tho troops already in tho field

the roinforeomentB will not bring
Otis' forces above G5,000 mon,
These troops will be able to cope
with the insurgents in tbe imme
diate vicinity ot Manila, but, it
should be reinoniborod, Or Kemp
says, that tliero aro G5 tribes In

state of rebellion, and they are a

peoplo who have noyor known what
it waB to bo conquered.

"IfGonoral Otis needs a man,"
Bald Dr Komp, "he neods 100,000
to crush tbe rebellion. Even with
this force, it would tuko, at a con
Borvativo estimate, five years to re
store peaco, or, at leaBt, to render it
a safe proposition to locate on the
coast. Twenty years will bo re

quired before Americans onn von- -

turo with auy security away from

the coast to colonize tho fertile
aountries of the interior."

While California is suffering from
a drouth, Oregon and Washington
are getting, altogether too much
Rummer rain for the benefit ot tlie
crops that are ready for, and await
inn the harvester.
