Hastern Oregon worthle:s vayuses
may continue to range ibe bunch
grass plaine sod hills  without
further danger of being out into
strips and eanned for shipment to
European markets that wsnt cheap
meat, These cayuses, mixtureg of
Indian ponies and our range horseg,
weigh from five to eight hundred
pounds grose, and are sold on the
range fur about five dollsrs a hend,

After slaughtering 4000 head of
horses and pickling the dflesh for
shipment to Kurope, the Linnton
abattoir, on the Willsmette river &
few milee below Portland, has
closed for the season, The greater
portlon of the horse meat was put
up in cans and labeled “Prime
Roast Meat,” The profit: this year
has been small owing to the op-
position to the saly of American
meats in France and Girmany., A
lot of worthless cayusea have been
removed from the ranges and will
give more room for cattle and
gheep. Theopeniog of the horge
cannery next yesr will depend
upon the European market.
