Theso people wero in the habit
of supplying pirates with food and other
nocessarics, nnd they always found their
tough oustomers entirely honest and
willlng to pay for what they rocoivad,
for as the pirates made a practice of
stopping ot certain polnts for supplios
they wished of course to be on good
terms with thoss who furnished them,
!}ul;ﬂlﬁgfdﬂ no ideas of bonar toward
peopla or low degree. Ha would
trade with the rwimes ns if ho intended
%o tront them falrly and pay for all he
got, but when the time came for him to
depart und ho was ready to welgh an-
chor he would seize all the commodi-
ties ho could lay his hands on aud

derisively in the wind.
But although In reality Captain Kidd
wns no hero, he has béen known for n
ocentury and more s the great American
pirate, and bhis name has been repre-
mntative of pirsar ever mimes.

longer safe for him to oarry about.—
