hour or more. Then, carefully foldingand indorsing the sheets he bad writ-
ten upon, he put them away In a pi-
geonhole of bis desk, after whloh, with-
out speaking, be returned to his bed
and slept soundly till lata In the morn-
ing.

At breakfast he expressed some un-

certainty as to his "finding a solution."
Bis wife told him to look through his
desk, which he did, discovering the
paper he had written In the pigeon-
hole where he had hidden it As he
read It Joy mingled with amazement
showed plainly in his face, for the pa-
per was a clearly reasoned, correctly
phrased brief on the Intricate case,
with all the obscure points smoothed
out!
