the wayward and vicious, the desired
result must be obtained chief
ly by educational methods the
gradual teaching of the rising
generation that wanton and sportive
destruction of birds is both a crime
and a sin, Roys will be boys, but
they must be taught to he boys In some
other way than In killing birds, the
particular friends of the bumau race;
and men who don't know any better
than to kill birds, or who don't care
about It If they do, must be given a few

atrlpes by the whip of the law. Tbe
birds of Oregon are worth hundreds or
thousands or dollars annually to the
state, and he who slaughters them
wantonly Is a public enemy.
