It shall be unlawful for
any person or persons owning or
operation any steam wood saw within
tlte eity limils to LEAVE nr cause In

h It any deposit or SAWDCST, or
H er lit er upon the street, alley, or

-- iuewalk wlihln the city limits of
Eugene.

The person or persona operating
such wood snw Bre In reby required to
immediately remove any aud all saw-
dust, or oilier litter deposited upon
any street, alley or sidewalk by such
steam wood saw.

Sec. 2. Penalty for the violation of
section 1, NOT LEriS than $5 nor
more than $10 and costs.

Sec. 8. Any person, firm or corpora-
tion having their wood cut or sawed
by hand upon any street or ulley shi.ll
Immediately lentove, or cause to be
removed nil sawdust or other litter

ble. From that union springs tho nor-

mal law.

immedlnto matter for men Is to under-
