McKlnley's Popular Plurality 468,--

824; Majoritj 468,056 Official

Count of Plebiscite Com-

pleted in All tbe States.

Kbw York, Deo 23. The Times
tbls morning publlsheaa table showing
tbe popular vote for presidential elec
tors in the reoent election. Minnesota
was the last state to deolare its vote,
this not having been done until yes-

terday. In some states, as In Louisi
ana and South Carolina, there were
tbe nominations of but two parties,
republican aud democrat, upon tbe
ballots, In other states tbere were three
and four, and In soma sight.

The total vote, lnoludlng 8211 scat

tering was 13.067,299. Ot tbls, Mo- -
Klnley received 7,217,877 and Bryan
6,367,853. Wooley, prohibitionist, re-

ceived so far as reported 207,368; Baker,
middle-of-the-ro- ad populist, 60,188;
social democrat, 94,662, and Malony,
social labor, 88,460.

McKlnley's plurality, according to
tbs figures of tbe Times, was 869.824;

McKlnley's msjorlty was 468,065.
In addition there were votes return

ed In five states for tbe candidates of
tbe national nnlon reform party, Beth
H Ellis, of Oblo, for president, and
Samuel of Pennsylvania,
for and In two states
for tbe candidates of tbe united Chris-

tian party, J F R Leonard, of Iowa,
for president and John G Woolley of
Illinois, for these votes
being as follows:

National udIob reform, Arkansas,
841; Illinois, 672; Indiana, 264; Mary,
land, 147, and Oblo, 4284.

United Christian, Illinois, 862; Iowa,
166.

GOV PINGREE MAD.

He Announces His Withdrawal

from the Republican Party.

Detroit, Deo 20. Governor Plngree
today announced his formal with
drawal from tbe republican party on
account of the defeat of his tax bill by
the Michigan state senate yesterday.

' The governor deolares he will here
after vote with, work for and con
tribute money to the democratic party.
He says tbe bill's defeat was due to tbe
influence of Senator MoMHIan and tbe
railroads, whose bank rolls "touobed"
the tax bill. Tbe ..governor is also
angry because tbe senate refused him
the use of tbe senate chamber for

banquet he was to give here tonight.

The Sells dl
voree case came to a sudden end tbls
afternoon, when It was announced in
court tbat a oompromlss had been
effected and that no further evidence
against Sells would be beard. Previous

This tbe judge will un
doubtedly do. Sells has agreed to give
his wife $20,000 alimony.

PORTLAND POLICE PARTNER
SHIP WITH CRIME.

The other day a Portland minis'
ter oalled publio attention to the
partnership existing between the
gamblers and the Portland polios
in euoh a manner that the police
commission could not remain silent,
at least personally. D Solis Cohen,
chairman of the Board of Police
Commissioners, makes the follow-

ing astounding statement, coming
as it does from an official sworn to
exeoute city and Btate laws that ab-

solutely prohibit Rambling:
"Mr Hill is, in part, mistaken.

There is not an increase in the
gambling-house- s, but a noticeable
decrease, Since the houses are
open and Send there are less minors,
less olerks and less laborers fre-

quenting these plaoes. The very
publioity ohecks them from gam-
bling, for the information would
soon reaoh the ears of their employ-
ers, liver man visiting 'gambling
houses in Portland is known, and
a list of these people oould readily
be made."

The preaoher is right. The
Portland judioiary and polioe de-

partments should be oastigated on
the rack of publio opinion and
forced to dissolve the wioked part-

nership with vice.- - For unblush-
ing eTfrontory the oonfoesion of the
polioe board ohairman has few

parallels in the long reoord of
official delinquencies.

AN HISTORICAL NUMBER.
