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WILL TRY NEW GRAINS.

Industrinl Agent Judson is sond=
ing out to farmers}along the Bouth-
ern Pacific lines in Oregon a
large number of specimons of
grain, with tho objeot of introduoe-
Ing bettor varieties than are now
grown in the territory. The new
grain comes from all pucls of the
world—{rom Kurope, Asia, Africs
Houth Amerion and Australasia,
not to mention other grain seotions
of North Amerion. Thera are 90
virioties of wheat, about 80 yarie
ties of barley and nboat 20 Variotios
of oats, Heveral thousand buawhols
will be dustributad among farmers
who will take an intorest in properly
oultivating them, Of courss, the
distribution is fres,;but the supply
iv necossarily limited, ana only
those who onn give the grain pro
per attontion will bo supplied. It
in expooted that most of the new
grain will not ghow grent improye
ment over the varistion now grown,
but if there ba only one or two
marked improvements over the
present varietioa in ench speoles of
grain, the objoot mimed at will have
been nocomplished, And it is pos-
#ible that such improvementa may
be found as will entirely change
the egrionltural situation in West-
orn Oregon,

The grain thus sont out for trial
in Oregon has beon gathored from
all quarters of the world by the as-
satance of the Department of Agri-
culture nt Washington, The work
of oultivation, to ascertain its
adaptability 5 the conditions pre-
vailing here, is undertaken by the
milroad company, in harmony
with the State Agricultural College,
the two agoncies working together
for the'gencral wood of the atate,
Roports will be required from each
parcel of ssed sont out, as to the
natural conditions, the amount of
cnltivation bestowed, and the  re-
sults, It may by also that those
who suocessfully grow this grain
will ba ssked for seed for still

further distribution.
